-days The pills were again given, one ter. die. ‘The
‘pain.not returning after two weeks, she was given
four pills a day. Sensation then increased fast,
and motion of the toes and feet began to be quite
marked. ‘I'wo-weeks later, there being hardly any
pain, she began taking five pills a day. Shocks
and contractions became frequent but not painful.
