
Protocol for the Prohibition of the Use in War of Asphyxiatini
Poisonous or other Gases, and of Bacteriological Methods
Warfare.

Geneva, June 17, 1925.

PROTOCOL.

THE undersigned Plenipotentiaries, ini the name of their respective Goveri
ments:

Whereas the use i war of asphyxlating, poisonous or other gases, and iall analogous, liuis, meils or deiebas. basai juty condemned by tCgener4l opinion of the civilised world; an~d

Whereas theq prohibition of such use. bas basai declaa'ed ini Treaties to whicthe majority of Powers of the world are Parties; and

To the end that this prohibition shall be universally accepted as a partiIntbrnationa1 Law,, binding alike the conscience and the practice of nations;

DECLARE:

Pa7ties to Treatica prohibiting suh 'use, accept th4is prohibition, agreei
extend this prohibition Io the use o~f matroogcliethods of warfare an
agree <o be bound as bettoeen thesle according Io the ternm of Ihi
dedlaration.

The Higli Contracting Parties will exert every effort to induce other Stat(to accede to the present Protocol. Such accession will be notified to the Goverxment of the French Republie, and by the latter to ail signatory and accedinPowers, and will take effeet on the date of the notification by the Governmer
of the French Republic.

The present Protocol, of which the French and English texts are botauthentic, shall be ratified as soon a~s possible. It shall bear to-day's date.

The ratifications of the present~ Protocol shail bc adrse to the Goveriment of the Frenchi Republic, which will at once notify the deposit of sueratifications to each of t he signatory and acceding Powers.

The instruments of ratification of an~d accession to the present Protoc(will remain deposited in the archives of the Government of the French Republi(

The present Protocol will come into force for eacli signatory Power as frorthe date of deposit of its ratification, an~d, from~ tlhat moment, each Power wibe bound as regards other Powers which have already deposited their ratif
fications.
