For the purposes of the present Treaty the Affied Powers shall be t]

States at war with Japan, or any State which. previously formed a part of tl
territory of a State namned in Article 23, provided that in each case the Sta
concerned has signed and ratifled the Treaty. Subject to the provisions
Article 21, the present Treaty shail flot econfer any rights, titles or benefits c
any State which is lot; an Allied Power as herein deflned; nor shail any rig-b
title or interest o! Japan be deerned to be diminished or prejudiced by air
provision of the Treaty in favour of a State which is flot an Allied Power as
deflned.

ARTzI 26
Japan will be prepared ta conclude with any State which signed or adhere

to thle Unitedi Nations Declaration of January 1, 1942, and which is at war t
J>apan, or with any State which, previously formed a part of the territory of
State named in Article 23, which is flot a sigziatory of thle present~ Treaty,~
bilateral Treaty of Peace on the saine or substantiaily the saie ternis as a
provided for in the present Treaty, but this obligation on the part of Japan i
expire three years after the flrst coniing into force o! the present Treat
Should Japan niake a peace settlement or war claims settlement withe
State granting that State greater advantages than those provided by the presr
Treaty, those sanie advantages shail be extended to the parties to the pree
Treaty.
