Obituaries

Normally., obituaries should be limited to a simple notice of the death
of a serving member of the Department. In special caseswhere, in the opinion of
the Editorial Committee, the contribution of the deceased to the Department-is of

outstanding importance, a fuller obituary may be published. Such cases may

include retired officers.

Retirement Notices

The Bulletin is an inappropriate medium for summarizing the careers

of retiring.personnel. Retirements and resignations should normally be simply

-noted under "Postings$ appointments and resignations in the Canadian Diplomatic

Service".

Personnel of other Departments

The section entitled "Postings, appointments and resignations in the
Canadian Diplomatic Service" will be confined to officers of the Department of
External Affairs.
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
