If delegations wish to get together and can do so while continuing to be
represented in the room, so much the better, but I am afraid that that is not
possible for them. Hence I suggest that we examine the few remaining
sections. Perhaps our thinking will then be a little clearer when we come

back to the question of chemical weapons.

Mr. BATSANOV (Russian Federation) (translated from Russian): No,
Mr. President, Ambassador Weston and I independently spoke - or rather wanted
to speak - in defence of the English language. But I did have a few other
comments on this particular section. If you think that Ambassador Weston'’s
comments, so to speak, require further discussion, I am prepared to wait with
my own proposals. Otherwise, I would like to make them. My comments have to
do with paragraph 109 on page 43. Here there is a list of international
