
(a) prevent the engagement of children in the worst forms of cNild labour;

(b) provide te necessaxy and appropriate direct assistanc for tbe removal of
cbildren from Ste worst foirms of child labour and for their rebabilitation AnM
social integration;

(c> mnure access ta free basic education, and, wherever possible and appropriate,
vocational training, for ail children removed from the worst forms of child
labour;

(d) identify and reacit oui ta children at special risk; and

(c) take accoune of the special situation of girls.
3. Each Meteber shall designate the competent authority responsible for te

implementation of te provisions giving effect ta titis Convention.

Article 8

Members shall take appropriat steps ta assist ont anotiter in giving effect to
the provisions of dhûs Convention strougit enhanced international cooperation and/or
assistance mncluding support for social and economic development, poverty
eradication progranuns and universal education.

Article 9

The formai ratifications of itis Convention shall be communicated to the
Director-Generai of te International Labour Office for registration.

Article 10

1. This Convention shall bc binding only upon uhose Memibers of ste
International Labour Organization whose ratifications have been registered with Ste
Director-General of ste International Labour Office.

2. It shall conte into force 12 mionths afier te date on which te ratifications
of swo Members bave beti registered with te Director-General.

3. Thereafier, this Convention shall corne into force for any Member
12 monijis afrer te date on whicb its ratification bas been registered.
