Mr . Fortier was born in P 1lontreal in 1926 and is a
graduate of the University of Montreal (Lic . en Sciences
soc . 1947 and LL.B . in 1948) . He was called to the Bar
of the Province of Quebec in 1948 and after researc h
at the London School of Economics obtained a doctorate
d'Etat en Sciences économiques at the University of Paris
in 1952 .

Mr . Fortier joined the Department of External
Affairs in November 1952 and after service in Washington,
Hanoi, Vientiane, Saigon and Ottawa and as Canadian
Commissioner on the International Commission for Super-
vision and Control in Cambodia, was .seconded to NATO in
1961 as Head of NATO's Press Service . He returned to
Ottawa in 1964 to become Head of the Department of Ex-
ternal Affairs' Press and Liaison Division, which position
he held until September 1968 when he was appointed Chair-
man of the Privy Council Office Task Force on Government
Information .
