The United Nations General Asse=bly in 1975 decided
to convene a water conference to consider how best to csanage
the global fixed stock of water in order to avoid a potential
water crisis within the next few years . The Conference will
consider the problea of auppl,q, the available technology and
the varions manae=ent techniques and policies xhich sight

be adopted.

The Canadian Delegation will be led by the Honour-
able Raymond Perrault, P.C., Gavern...eat Leader in the Senate.
Senator Perrault was born in Vancouver, British Colu=bia in
1926 . He was a me=ber of the British Colu=bia legislature
from 1960 to 1968, and was elected to the House of Cor.=n3

in 1968. He was su=ned to the Senate in 19?3 and beeaae
Government Leader in 1974. Senator Perrault has participated
in a iz=:ber of international conferences including the United
Nations General Asse=bly in 1969, the International Labour
Organisation Conference in Geneva in 1972 and the Habitat
Conference on Hu.= Settlements, -which was held in Vancouver
in 1976.
