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A series of follow-up workshops will be held across
the country in March . The workshops will focus on how
Canadian companies can obtain up-to-date foreign technology
information that will help them increase their productivity
and competitive position .

Meetings with the Science and Technology Counsel-
lor teams will begin in Ottawa on February 6-8 and continue
in Toronto February 9, Montreal February 10, Vancouver and
St . John's, Newfoundland on February 13, Edmonton ,
Charlottetown and Halifax on February 14, Saskatoon, Ouebec
City and Fredericton on February 15, and Winnipeg February 16 .

The meetings are being coordinated through the DEA
International Trade Centres in each province in collaboration
with Industry, Science and Technology Canada offices .
