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The Order beîng read for the consideration of the
Business of Supply;

Pursuant to Standing Order 58, Mr. Baldwin, seconded
by Mr. Hees, moved,--This House, noting the continuing
erosion of Parliament's contrai over government spend-
îng of public mollies due ta government evasion of con-
stitutional and legal safeguards as noted in the 1970-71
Report of the Auditor General, and due to imperfect pro-
cedural structure, re-affirms the fundamental principle
of the Canadian constitution that Parliament must contrai
expenditures of public manies.

After debate thereon, proceedings on the motion
expired.
