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And the House having reverted to the deferred question on the motion of
Mr. Woolliams, seconded by Mr. Paproski,-That Bill C-120, An Act respecting
the status of the officiai languages of Canada, be amended by inserting therein,
next foliowing clause 34 thereof, the following new clause:

"34A. Where an individual, departmnent or institution is aggrieved
by a report or recommendation of the Commissioner, or by a decision
made by him or other person, or authority acting upon bis report or
recommendation, the individual, department or institution may appeal
in respect of such report or recommendation or dccision on a finding
of fact, a question of law or a matter of the merits to a superior court
of record within thirty days after the individual, department or insti-
tution is first informed of the report or recommendation or decision;
the court may proceed by way of hearing or review and shahl make such
order therein as the court deems just and such order shahl be final." (As
amended).

The said motion was negatived on the following division:
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
