Hon. Royce Frith (Leader of the Opposition):
Honourable senators, Bill C-73 is about Canada Post, as is
evident from its title and as Senator Meighen has told us. Let
me begin by declaring myself a life-long supporter of Canada
Post and of postal services in general around the world. I have
never overcome my first impression as a youngster of the
miracle of being able to stick what was then a one or two cent
stamp on an envelope and having it show up hundreds — and
even thousands — of miles away, or arriving at our home
from similar distances.
