Notice of 
inquiry or 
motion

43. (1) When a senator wishes to give notice of an 
inquiry or a substantive motion, the senator shall reduce 
the notice to writing, sign it, read it during a sitting of 
the Senate from the place where the senator normally 
sits, and send it forthwith to the Clerk at the Table.

(2) A senator who intends to make a statement 
or raise a discussion on an inquiry shall as part of the 
notice under this rule give notice that the senator will 
call the attention of the Senate to the matter to be 
inquired into.

(3) Notice under this rule may be given by one 
senator for any other senator not then present, with the 
permission of the absent senator, by inserting the name 
of such senator on the notice in addition to the senator’s 
own name. <

44. (1) Two days’ notice shall be given of any of the 
following motions:

(a) to make a new rule or to repeal or amend an 
existing rule;

(b) for an address to Her Excellency the Governor 
General not merely formal in its character;

(
(c) for an order of the Senate for any papers or 

documents not relating to a bill or other matter 
appearing among the Orders of the Day or on the 
Order Paper;

(cl) for the appointment of a special committee;
(e) for the adoption of the report of a special 

committee;
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
