Altogether this makes my eighth year of teaching
experience, for I taught a rural school in Wiseconsin previous
to agtending the University of Wisconsin,

marily for this summer but glso during the regular ascedemic
year., You may be assured that I shall be glad to give further
informetion relative to my qualifications.
