TO PREVENT RISE
IN CORN FLOUR
Canada‘ Food Board Urges

Millers to Mix Smaller Per-
centage of White Corn.

" Ottawa, July G56.~~While the Canada
Food Board has no control of the price
of grains they have taken steps to coun-
teract the recent advance in the price
of white corn. As the result of an appar-
ent scarcity of the white product in the
principal -markets of the United: States
the price is now considerably higher than'
the price of yellow milling and other!:
grades of corn.

The food board today is requesting all
millers manufacturing corn flour and
cornmeal, or otherwise converting corn
into a substitute, to mix not more than
25 per cent. of white corn with at icast
75 per cent. of good yellow milling, cr
8 mixed corn. In this wav it is
ex that the price,of corn flour
can be reduced to the price of govern-
ment standard 'wheat r 'or evel,
lower.

The full significance of this action can '’
be realized in connection with the recent
statements of certain bakers that the’
price of bread would be increased by
reason of the increase in the cost of
corn flour and the food board’s insistence
on the use of corn flour or other sub-
stitutes in bread making. If the price
of corn flour can be maintained at the
price of government standard flour or
lower the bakers will not be warranted
in making any advance in the price of
bread.

A large number of bakers in all parts
of Canada have reported.to the food
board that they are already using 20 per
cent., of corn flour and other gunsticaies,
in all their bakery produc’s, a:ud :hat
