Dr. D. Bruce Macdonald, :head-
master of the college, read out the
long lis. of college men who had re.

given their lives on the field of battle.

The prizes for the ‘junior school
were presented by J. K. MacDonald,
president of the boarfl of governors.
Mr. MacDonald made a narks
abtout the transfer of the school to iis
preseat quarters and hoped that the
influence of the building would have
a tendency ‘to cause some of the St,
Andrew’s boys to enter <he ministry,
He said the war had depleted that
rank of noble men and more were
needed, and he hoped they might arise
from St. AndreW’s College.® “I indulge
the hope and trust I live ‘to see that
hope verified,” said the president,

Professor Ballantyne, acting prin-
cipal of Knox College, in presenting
the prizes to the boys of forms L, Ik
and III, said that he thought the boys
of St. Andrew’s Colleze and the men
of Knox College were being of mutual
benefit to each other, and he was glad
such was the case.

Sir Robert Falconer presented the
prizes to the upper sixth and remark-
ed on the perfect behavior of the’col-
lege boys, which fact he had seen
daily on the university campus.

BISHOP LOST APPEAL
INMARY BASIL SUIT

of

Episcopal Corporation
Kingston Win—No Costs
Granted.

This was an appeal by the defén-
dants, Spratt, the Roman Catholic
Episcopal CorpPoration of the Diocese
of Kingston, Mary Frances Regis, the
sisters of charity of the House of
Providence and Daniel Phelan, from
the judgment of Britton, J. dated
Dee. 6, 1017. ¢ ;

The action was by Mary Basil, a
sister of charity, against Archbishop
Spratt and the other defendants to
recover $29,000 damages for alleged
attempted removal of plaintiff to a
lunatic asylum in Montreal. At the
trial judgment was entered for plain-
tiff against the defendants, M. J.
Spratt, the Roman Catholic Episcopal
'Corporation of the Diocese of King-
ston, Mary Frances Regis and the
sisters of charity of the House of
Providence for $20,000 3damages with
costs and dismissing the action as
against defendants, P. C. {Naylon,
Mary Vincent, Mary Magdalene and
Mary Alice, without costs.

The case made by the respondent
in her pleadings is that she was a
member of the sisters of charity of
the House of Providence, and that a
conspiracy was entered into between
the abpellants or some of them to
deprivether of her status as a member
of the society and to compel her to
leave it, and that in pursuance of
and carrying out of the conspiracy
she was assaulted with the view to
taking her by force to a lunatic
asylum in Montreal, and was by the
conduct of these appellants compelled
to leave the home of the society in
which she lived and as, a member of
the society was entitled to live, and
that the result has been that the re-
spondent has been deprived of her
rights as a member of the society,
including her right to be supported
and maintiized during the remainder
of her jife.

The chief justice in a written
judgment allowed the appeals of
Episcopal Corporation of the Diocese
of Kingston and the sisters of charity
of the House of Providence without
costs and dismissed the action as
against them without costs. Appeals
of the other defendants, Spratt,
Regis and Phelan, dismissed with
costs. - Maclaren, J.A.; ' Magee, J.A.,
and Hodgins, J.A., concurred, Fergu-
son, J.A., in a written judgment being

of . the opinion that the appeals of
the two corporations should also be
dismissed. 5

Union Bank vs. ‘Makepeace.—Judg-
ment: Both appeals allowed, Hod-
gins, J.A.,'dissenting( Judgment to be
entered on further "directions declar-
ing defendant not indebted. Defendant
to have costs of both abPpeals and of
the Proceedings subsequent to the
judgment of the divisional court di-
recting reference.

Peterson' Lake vs. Dominion Re-
duction CompPany.—Appeal “dismissed
with costs.

Judgment is varied; the judgment for
damages being reduced by $100.

Sam Hackam was convicted by W.
J, White, police magistrate of Brace-
bridge, for failing to register, as re-
quired by order-in-council P.C. No.

The
informant, Roy H. Stewart, had no
evidence but belief that he was an

The Dominion Labor Appeal Board,
now sitting at the city hall to inquire

into certain C.N.R. matters, yesterday
heard the appeal of the Canadian
Brotherhood of Railway Employes
against the recent finding of the board
of conciliation. Recently there was
before the C.N.R. a schedule for rates
of pay, etc, and they granted the
brotherhood all excepting four clauses.
These were recognition of the brother-
hood, date of increases becoming ef-
fective, inclusion of certain classes of
employes on the schedule, and the
striking out of the no-strike clause.

The brotherhood was represented by
R. Dykes, general chairman of the
grievances committee, C.N.R.; A. L.
Lydiard, chairman of the dining cars
branch, C.N.R., and E. Robson, organ-
izer. The company was represented
by A. J. Hills, assistant to the presi-
dent; H. B. Wollen, assistant superin-
tendent of dindqg cars; A. C, Egan and
F. Stephens.

The Dominion Appeal Board is
composed of Hon. Justice F. S. Mac-
lennan of Montreal, chairman; G. H.
Duggan, Dominion Shipbuilding Co.,
and S. R. Parsons, British American
Qil Co., appointed by the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association, and J. W.
Bruce of Toronto and Gustav Francq
of Montreal, appointed by the Trades
and LCabor Congress of Canada.

Mr. Hills, representing the C.N.R.,
stated that the company was always
prepared to receive a Jcommittee of
men composed of the firm’s employes,
but it had happened that in a good
many cases the deputations included
others than the firm’s employes. The
case was laid before the appeal board
on behalf of the brotherhood by A. T.

S BEING OVERCOME

P.A.Y.E. Route in Few Weeks
—Changes in the Time-
Table.

Assistant General AManager ¥Fred
Hubbard of the Toronto Railway
‘Company appeared before the Ontario #
Railway {Board yesterday and owut-
lined the efforts put forth during the
past six weeks to improve the street
car service of the city. According to
the report, 1596 men were employed
the company on Deec. 4, as com-
pared with 1344 employes on Nov. 1.
The difficulty of operating because
of the shortage of help is being rapid-
ly overcome. With 147 men in train-'
ing it is exPected that more than
sufficient men will be available to
operate even the open carg.

“Our day and night service today is
better than a year ago,” said ' Mr,
Hubbard, “and we are restoring the
time tables to get a better headway,
the number of carg ndergoing re-
pairs is 95, and some.of ‘these are
‘being changed into P.A.Y.E, [ e

It is expected that there will be
€nough P.A'Y.E. cars ready in a few
weeks to start a route for them, It
Was decided that as 800N as recruit-
ing for employes is completed and ag
many cars manned as possgible the
company will again report. The city
Was not represented before the board.

“I think the work of the company.
has been very comm endable,” gaid,
Chairman D, A, Mcintyre “of the
railway board. % hope that - this
board gets some credit for having

spurred the combany on to do some-
thing.”

LESS COAL, LESS ASHES.

Due probably to' the coal shortage,
or the fact that the citimens have been
using what. coal they have sparingly,
a substantial decrease in the number
of wagon loads of ashes taken to the
various city dumps is evident by the
figures given out by Commissionep
Wiison of the street cleaning depart.
ment during November, In thig month
some 11,139 carts and 4951 wagons
filled with ashes were carted away, as
