New York, Oct. 6.—Closing a wezk,
every day of which has produced a sen-
sation that &as stirred the country, the
special legislative committee investi-
gating the methods of insurance com~
panies, adjourned to~day until Tues-
day of next week. ‘

manded the pay roll 6f the executive
officers of the Mutual Co. This was
produced. and showed the salaries of
these officers -since 1877. For the year
1904 President McCurdy received $150,°
000, two vice-presidents were paid $50,-
000 each; a second vice-president $17,-
500, the third vice-president $10,000, and
the- general manager $25,000, who will
this year receive $30,000, and the trea-
surer $50,000.

Robert McCurdy said he never knew
the salary of his father until to-day,
when he heard it read in the committee
room. He thought, however, that there
should be no limit o the salary of such
positions, because they should be in ac-
cordance with the accumulations of the
company.

President’s Salary.

When asked if it was any benefit to
the policyholders to increase the presi-
dent’s salary, Mr. McCurdy said he
thought the ‘rustsez h considered
that when they increased the preosi-
dent’'s salary. No increase, however,
had ever been considered when he was
present at the trustees’ meetings.

jative of any officer of the company,
put that Mrs. White was a niece of
Mrs. Granniss, wife of Vice-Presidant
Granniss. He knew none of the sal-
aries of these officers. :

TARIFF COMMISSION IN B. C.

Prohibitive Duty on Fuel Oil _anl
Free Implements Asked.

Victoria, B.C., Oct. 6.—(Special.)—The
tariff commission held its final sit-
ting in British Columbia this after-
noon, the day being devoted chiefly to
exhaustive consideration of the request

of Thomas R. Stockett, manager of the
Western Fuel Co., for a prohibitory
duty on fuel oil, which .threatens to
cut largely into the sales-of Vancouver
Island collieries- Mr., Stockett stated
as the opinion of all British Columbia
coal mine owners that it would be bet-
ter for all concerned to have free trade
in coal between the United States aund
Canada.

Hon. Mr. Paterson asked if it might
not be well to discriminate specifically
against the. California Crude Oil as in
Eastern Canada., Economical importa-
tion of fuel oil was advantageous to the
general public. |

Mr. Stockett thought this could easily
be done. The California oil was known
as a asphaltum oil and easily distin-
gujshed.

Closing the discussion Mr, Fielding
remarked that reciprocity in coal and
the growing use of oil fuel in Cali-
fornia were matters beyond the com-
miesion. Attention would, however, be
given Mr, Stockett's representation.

The final petitioners before the com-
mission were Joseph Shaw, represent-
ing the farmers of the Nanaimo dis-
trict, who asked for free trade in agri-
cultural implements if not free trade in
everything, and J. R. Anderson, deputy
minister of agriculture, who appear for
the Central Farmers’ Institute to 1e-
quest that changes be made in the law
to put domestic tobacco on an equality
with the imported article.

REVISION OF THE TARIFF
CRY FROM MASSACHUSEITS

Republicans in State Convention De-
clare Free Raw Materials is
Free Trade in Disguise.

Boston, Mass.,, Oct, 6.—With only one
voice raised in opposition, the Republi~
cans of Massachusetts represented in
state’ convention to-day declared for a|
revision of the tariff. Contrary to ex-|
pectatjions, the radical wing of thel
party, under the leadership of Fugenie |
N. Foss of Boston did not offer a sub-:
stitute for the plank in the platform
relating to the tariff, altho in a speech
to the delegates Mr, Foss declared that
the revision of the tariff favored in the
state platform was not sufficiently wide |
in its scope. Mr. Foss eaid, however,
that he and his followers were encour-
aged at the concessions made to them,
and that next year they would expect
to have the convention accept their
proposition in its entirety.

This ticket was made: For governor,
Curtis Guild, jr.; lieutenant-governor,
Eben 8, Draper; secretary of state, Wm.
M. Olin; treasurer and receiver-general,
Arthur B, Chapin; auditor, Henry B,
Turner; attorney-general, Dana Malone.

A feature of the day’s._vroceedings
was the address of Senator ﬁenry Cabot
Lodge, in reply to Eugene N. Foss, who
had advocated the free admission of
coal, hides and the raw materials,

In the course of his remarks, Mr.
Foss severely scored the Massachusetts
senators and representatives in con-
gress, charging that they were not loyal
to the interests of Massachusetts, Sena-
tor Lodge made a forceful and ejoquent
address,and in a parliamentary manner
censured Mr, Foss for his strictures on
the Massachusetts representation at the
capital. Mr. Lodge also said that the
time for the tariff revision was the
time when the Republican party was
in power, He argued that ‘‘free raw
materials’” was but another term for
“gree trade,”’ and that the admission of
free raw materials would sound the
death knell of reciprocity as well as of
protection,

rof. Mavor Approves Some
Glasgow Enterprises, but Con-
demns Municipal Telephones
—Report on Northwest Mis-
represented,

Prof. James Mavor, under Thursday’s
date, writes The World the following
letter in explanation of his report on
the Northwest of Canada, made to the
imperial board of trade, and of his te-
marks on the present position of muhi=
cipal ownership in Britain: :

With regard to yeur attacks upon
me in reference to my report on the
Northwest, 1 should suggest that you,
take the trouble to read the document;
It may, perhaps, surprise you to find
that you, as well ag the editors of some
other newspapers, have been misled by
garbled extracts, The statements wisch
hive been attributed to me are either
mere inventions or they are statements
wrenched from their context,

The large crop of the current year is
a great gratification. I anticipated that
with tavorable weather conditions there
would this year be a greatly increascq

area under crop in wheat in conse-
quence of the high price of tast year,

iand I drew attention ' to calculations

which show that the present populatipa
ought to produce upwaids of 120,000,000
bushels. ‘That they have nearly done
80 |8 a proof of the soundness of my
conclusions, altho 1 advanced these in
a guarded manner. A new fundamen-
tal and conscientious inquiry into an
intricate subject, such as I endeavored
to make, is frequently attacked before
it is studied and digested. . As a rule,
time may be counted upon to vindi-
cate its reputation, The slander and
detractions have not been on my side, .
but have, 1 understand, been liberally
bestowed upon me during the past
month. A campaign of unmerited
abuse of any public man does more
harm to a country than any possible
criticism-of its materjal resources, be-
cause jt suggests that those who write
for the people are incapable of calm
judgment. :
Public Ownership.

With regard to the second head of
your attack, I have not initiated any
campaign against municipal ownership
or against anything, and I have no in~
tention of doing so, My obviously cas-
ual and tmpromptu remarks were not:
volunteered, but were dragged out of
me, somewhat unwillinglv, for I« have
no liking for interviews. These re-
marks, which were reported not inag-
curately, but naturaily without the
qualifications which even on the spur
of the moment I made, cannot fairly
be regarded as “initiating a campaign,”

I am not and never have been an
opponenpt of muiicipal énterprise .on
principle. I have both advocated and
opposed the extension of municipal en-
terprises in practice, Singularly enough
the cases in which in the least I advo-
cated extension have beén muccessful,
and theose of which I feit doubtful have
not been successfil. Sixteen years ago,
in conjunction with a friend who has
for some years been a magistrate in
Glasgow, and who is 'widely known as
an advocate of municipal enterprise, I
helped to initiate the movement which
led ultimately to the municipalization
of the Glasgow Tramways, by far
the most successful . of Glasgow
This we did in
the teeth of the practically unanimous
oppositign of the press and of the pub~
