" Yukon, Alaska.

Washington, Feb. 0.—Hazard Wells, the
special courier who brought Captain Ray’s
despatches from the Yukon, reached Wash-
ington last evening. He did not bring tae
full copy of the despatches, these having
been expressed by General Merriam from
Seattle. Speaking to an Assoclated Press
reporter, Mr, Wells said: I cannot pro-
perly say anythifig as to Captain Bay's re-
port, but I cun say that I left him in a

rather critica) position, and the sooner the |'

Government gefs support iu 1o him the bet-
ter. Captain Ray had only one man with
him, Lieat. Richardson. They reached Fort
Yukon somewhat ahead of a mob of be-
tween 80 and 100 of the toughest men that
could be picked out of Dasvson and when I
left the Captain hé was standing off this
mob from tne provision ecaches, largely by
virtue of 'his nerve.

“\Wnen tue food punie struck Dawson the
mob of toughs left for Fort Yukon, Know-
ing that the Weare Company and the Alas-
ka Commercial Company each had a cache
of provisions there. The Dawscn men in-
tended to appropriate these supplies and let
the rest 6t the camp shift f‘m- itself. Cap-
tain Ray Jearned of this and he posted nim-
self at one of the caches, while Lieut.
Ricaardson guarded the other. Tliey were
in un‘form. The mob cackied the Captain
first and ordered him to give vp. iie refus-
ed and for a time it looked as though there
would be shooting, but between his uniform
and nerve, the mob was overawed.

A Milltary Dicia orship.

“Roy then established himself ag a sort
of miiitary dictator, superintended the sale
and  distribution of provisions and will
make an account ‘to the companies when it
is all ‘over.
