ONE JUSTIFIES THE OTHER.

Japan Says Britain Has a Right to
Ofiset Russia by Landing
Troops at Shanghai.

Tokio, Aug. 18.—The opinion Is express-
ed in Japan that Russia’s occupation of
New Chwang justifies the despatch o
British troops to Shanghal. It is believed
that other powers will be driven to take
similar measures in other parts of China.

RUSSIANS SHELLED AMERICANS.

New York, Aug. 13.—The evening’ World
to-day has g despatch dated Che Foo, Aug.
9, signed by Frederick Palmer, telling of a
terrible mistake at the taking of Yang-
tsvn, The despatch says

Russian artillery opened fire on the Am-
erican troops. Before the mistake was
discovered many American soldiers had
peen killed or wounded by the Russian
shells. Part of the casualties to the 14th
Infantry was the result of the Russian
firc. As the Chinese fled the regiment en-
tered and occupled one of the Chinese posi-
tions.
| A Russian battery some distance off did
‘not notice the movement. It opened fire
on the position and planted shells among
the American troops. The Russians were
“quickly notified and ceased their fire. Am-
ericans captured the Chinese works,

Their casualties are estimated at 70 alto-
gether, Most of these-are in the 14th In-
fantry,

Fhe long march and the heat played
havoe with the troops, continues the cor-
respondent. Forty per cent. of thefth Regi-
ment were completely exhausted as the re-
sult of the march and the fighting that fol-
lowed. The allied force is resting at Yang-
tsun for two or three days.

The prisoners were arraigned in the Po-
lice Court and remanded for a week. The
woman remained firmy when the charge "vas
réad, ‘while Shaperc grew pale and pervous-
Iy glanced about the courtroom, .

Evidence of Conspiracy.

The authorities claim they have In their
possession considerable ecircumstantial evi-
dence which tends to show that the Iel-
pert woman, after getting possession of all
Goldstein's property, had conspired with
Shapero to get him out of the way. Up
to the present the Crown does not know
who purchased the carbolic acid; nor have
the Crown  officers located anyone who
saw either of the prisoners tampering with
Goldstein’s food.

Shapero Paid a Premium,

The Crown claims to be able to show
that as soon as Goldstein dled Meyer Sha-
pero mounted his wheel and hurried to the
office of the secretary of King Solomon’s
Tent, Knights of the Maccabees, and pald
the last premium, which was some days
overdue, on a policy for $2000 made out in
favor of the Helpert woman.

Woman’s Wide Control.

White Star Liner Cymric Had a Ter-
rible Experience on Her Voyage
to New York.

OFFICERS AND MEN NEARLY DEAD

With Fighting the Flames in the
Midsy of Suffocating Gases
From Below.

New York, Aug. 13.—The White Star
Liner Cymric, which came up to her dock
in this city at an early hour to-day and
landed here 373 passengers, had a terrible
eaperience while crossing the Atlantic.

At noon on Sunday, Aug. 5, when the big
vessel was 19 hours out from Queenstown,
fire was discovered im the cargo in the for-
ward hold, and it raged until midnight on
Monday, when it was gotten under con-
trol. The loss on the cargo was so heavy
that Agent John Lee of the White Star
Line notified the consignees of the cargo
that they would be expected to pay their
pro-rata share of the loss.

Captaln H. St. G. Lindsay of the Cymric
to-night told the experience of the men on
the vessel in fighting the fire. In additisn
| to the ordinary danger of such work the
fire could not be located, and deadly chlo-
rine gas, which poured out of the hatches,
made it lmpossible for the men to remaln
long at work. The officers of the vessel
headed the men, and man after man ‘vas
jifted unconscious frem the hold. The
captain was carried out four times, and
once it appeared as tho breathing jhad
stopped. In the hold were hogsheads of
bleaching powder and soda ash. The heat
and fire caused the chlorine gas to gen-

erate and this poured out at a terrific rate.
