Montreal Mining Exchange Declared
Broker to Be a Defaulter
Over a Mining Deal.

BROKER TOOK OUT ‘AN INJUNCTION

When it Was Shown That the
Proper Course Was Arbltfuuon—
All Now Amicably Settled.

Montreal, Oct. 30.—(Special.)—The Mont-
real Mining Exchange and the street ‘gen-
eraily are much interested in a dispute be-
tween M. D. M. Sexton, a member of the
exchange and the exchange ltself.! Some
time ago Mr. Sexton offered thirty-one
cents a share for one thousand shares of
Iron Mask Gold Mining Company's stock,
Mr. John L. Gallett! accepted the order,

end Mr. Sexton asked him if it was free
from al] assessments, and he replied in
the afiirmative. This was on Oct. 17, and
after the deal had been verba'ly agreed
upon Mr. Sexton discovered that on Oct.
3 an assessment of 10 cents per share had
been levied, and this had not been pald.
He, therefore, declined to accept the stock.
‘The next thing he kpew he recelved a let-
ter from the Mining Exchange telling him
that he must take the stock and must com-
ply with this decision or be declared in de
fault. He replied that he knew nothing
of any such decision, and that he had no
knowledge of amy meeting at which this
decision had been made” Mr. Picken, the
secretary, wrote him that his proper course
was to place the matter before the whole
board.
