The next surprise was the an-
nihflation of the court party in the
elections to the first parllament, in
spite of a restricted franchise, and
tyranical efforts to prevent known
enemles of the old order from exercis-
ing it.

Now, llke a thunderbolt, comes the
dissolution of the Duma by the Czar.
It 1s impcssible to foresee the next act
in the drama. The autocracy and the|
people are face to face again. Must
Russia pass through the bloody stages
which will complete the parallel with
the French revolution? So far the an-
alogy has been ominous. Louis XVI.
bowed to the blast, and summoned the
states-general. When the third estate,
or commons, asserted thelr paramount
rights, the king sent a guard of sol-
dlers to the meeting-place of the depu-
ties, and barred thelr entrance. Where-
upon the deputies met in an adjacent
tennis court and made solemr oath
not to dissolve thelr assembly until a
constitution for the kingdom should be
decided upon, and established on a firm
basis. The Czar, like Louis, convoked
a parliament, and has attempted to
suppress it. The outraged deputies of
the L.ower House of the Duma ad-
journed to the freer soil of Finlandg,
and have Issued a proclamation of de-
flagce. The tennis court and the mani-
festo of the French deputies are irx'e-i
sistibly called to mind. History has so|
far repeated itself with wonderfulf
exa:g(‘titudn. but will the parallel go
furiher?

The ad-
ministration is in a desperate financial
plight, and is endeavorng to raise
money in Paris, London and Berlin.
The effect of the popular manifesto
will probably be to paralyze Russia’s
credit. That unhappy country is now
entering into the crisis of her fate, angd
the curtain is rising upon another act
in one of the greatest dramas in the
world’s history.

No injustice will
be suffered by any passenger who finds
he cannot make the trip as intended,
for the companies will Tedeem his
ticket prior to the departure of the
train for which it was purchased.

For sixty-six years England
had held the trophy against all com-
ers, Americans, Dutch, French and
Canadians, a triumph of the stomach
muscles of her oarsmen and their
rational system of training. Leaving
the cradle for a boat, rowing became
second nature to the Englishman, and
he believed himself invincible on the
short course at Henley, which calls for
a supreme effort from start to finish.
His pride at last was humbled by a
boatload of foreigners, who spoke
French of all languages, who were
nothing to look at physically, and
who smoked cigarettes nonchalantly an
hour before the race.

GERMS FOR WHITE PLAGUE

They Are Boiled and Injected
Humans Shortly After Birth.

Into

Washington, July 24. — A vaccine
which 1t is thought will render hu-
manity immune from the white terror
has been discovered by physiciana
dentified with the French Academy of
Sciences. By treating infants with a
very small quantity of tuberculosis
bacilli of human and bovine origin a
few days after birth, it is declared,
they will be guarded against natural
infection throughout life.

United States Consul W. P. Atwell,
of Bouboix, has sent to this Govern-
ment a report of the discovery made
by Dra. Calmette and Guerin of the
Pasteur Institute at Lille.

“Many experiments have demon-
strated that tuberculosis bacilll de-
stroyed by heat or other agents pass
through the walls of the intestines as
readily as living bacilll and are found
in the mesenteric ganglions and lungs,”
says Dr. Calmette. ‘“We experimented
with the object of discovering whether
young animals, such as calves and
kids, that had been made to swallow
two doses, the second 45 days after
the first, of from 5 to 26 grams of dead
bacili or bacilli whose virulence had
been modified, could endure with fm-
punity the injection of a meal of five
centigrams of fresh tuberculous matter
taken from a cow, matter which would
ba surely infectious under ordinary
conditions. We are now convinced that
bovine baeilli destroyed by boiling for
five minytes or simply heated during
the same period will, for five months
and even for a longer time to which it
is not now pos=ible to fix a limit, vac-
cinate perfectly against virulent in-
fection through the digestive organs.

““We shall publish before long a de-
tailed account of these experiments
as weil as others in progress for which
we have used treated bacilit from
various sources and bovine baciill]

“We think it will be possible to
guard children against natural infec-
tion by giving to them a few days af-
ter birth, and again a few weeks later,
a very small quantity of tuberculous
bacilli of human and bovine origin
subjected to heat and mixed with a
little milk.”
