Because of his statesmanship in con- 
fining behind closed doors whatever bit- 
ternesses and prejudices which may 
have been engendered among his 
henchmen, the regime of Johnson, upon| 
the surface at least, has been one 
sweet dream of harmony, in bold con- 
trast to the characteristic strife of the 
National League. But of late years his 
colons, it is said, have resented John- 
son’s haste in acting as mouthpiece on 
serious topics without having consulted them. 0 
There is no reason to believe that the American League magnates will go 
so far as to oust their president, or 
even suggest his resignation, unless he 
refuses to subscribe to limited powers. 
In short, his colleagues will ask only that he subscribe to approved presiden- 
tial powers and forego the autocratic.
