He is a big, massive colt, splendidly top-
ped, with powerful *quarters and hips,
but with it all there is rather more than
a suggestion of coarseness. He does not
fill the eye as a Derby horse as we would
like him to do. However, there is a world
of wisdom in the old s=aying, ‘‘Handsome
