IBATH EVERY 4 WINUTES

Decreasi,ng._{dortality in New Yark
Due to Scientific
Methods.

NEW YORK, Jan. 1.—In 198 theré
were 73,071 deaths, a rate o'"16.52 pep
thousand, thd lowest rate in the history
cf the city.

The stork has been busy, for during
1908 there were 126,863 births, a rate of
2668 per ‘thousand, which far
outstrips the death rate. It is the
highest percentage. of births in ‘the
last. ten years. The total number of
pparriages was 47,499, a. decrease of

98 from last year. “Ths enforcemer:
of the new license law and the busi-
néss depression are given as the rea-
sons. :

The births were at the rate of ons
abcut every four minutes; deaths, one
every seven minutes; marriages, one
every twelve minutes.

Thls year the deaths ‘from typhoid
fever show a decrease of 197 from the
yearly average of the last five years;
malarial fever shows a decrease of 4:;
whooping cough, 184; ‘diphtheria .and
croup, 317; influenza, 77.

Even the great white scourge has
lessened its ravages in New York, for
it shows a decrease froni the vearly
average of the last five years of 573
deaths. The deaths from spinal men-
Ingitis are 778 under the avetage;
apoplexy, 1116; acute bronchitis, 733;
pneumonia, 2323; bronchial pneumonia,
149; accidents, 362,

The decrease in the deaths of child-
rén under five years from the yeariy
average of the last five years was
8015. The decrease of deaths of per-
sons of sixty-five 'years or over was
996. The total deerease from the av-
erage of the last five years was 9249,

There were four diseases the death
roll of which showed an increase over
the averages\of five years. They were:
Measles, 39; scarlet fever, 599; cancer,
76; sulcides, 151. | -3 .

Science, the ‘health. department be-
lieves, is mostly responsible  for the
decrease in the death rate. A more
accurate specification of diseases and
more scientific knowledge of treatment

have done much to bring about the
decrease.

FUTURE POPULATION OF U.S,

Rapid Increase Points to Population of
200,000,000 in 1050,

Many estimates have been made of
what the population of the United
States will be.in 1950. They vary all
the way from 175,000,000 to: 200,000,000.
The  latest person to make an esti-
mate, however, takes quite a different
view.: In The Atlantic Monthly W. 'S.
Rossitér, a census expert, shows that
the rate of increase in population i3
steadily declining.

From 1870 to 1880 the increase was
31 per cent. from 1880 to 1890,.20 per
cent. and from that date to 190), w1
Peér cent.” In view of this steady de-
crease in the rate Mr. Rossiter esti-
mates that the population in 1950 witl
not he over 130,000,000 and after tha:
date will. tend to become stationary.

WIND GAUGE FOR TRAINS.

Clever English Device Provides Auto-
matic Signal for Trains.

A singular device for the protection
of railway trains crossing a viaduet
exposed to heavy winds has recently
been employed at Ulverston, England,
says Professor R. DeC.: Ward in Sci-
ence,

It consists of a viing gauge fixed at
the west end of ‘the Levens viaduct.
When the wind pressure reaches thir-
ty-two pounds to the square foot an
electric contact is made automatically
and’'bells ring in the signal cabins on
each side of the viaduct, Upon this
