Heavy
sheepskin and leather coats and Juck-
ets have been izsued to the ‘men, and
warm and dry rest billets provided for
those in the support reserve positions.
Best of all, however, Tommy ‘in the
front line gets five hot meals daily.
There is breakfast at 7, dinner at 12,
tea at 5, and soup or stew at 9 and
again at 2 o'clock in the morning.

Foe Conditions Bad.

From reports received from German
prisoners and observations made dur-
ing raids the British have discovered
that conditions on the German front
are very different, Along most of the
new lines formed by the battle of tha
Sommeé the Gernian front trenches are
merely a broken stretch of linked-up
shell holes, with no deep dugouts and
only a few improvised hiding holes
where two --or three men can take
cover from .the shrapnel. ~

British reports from the Somme sec-
tion say'the German communication
trenches are impassable from mud ard
the sheling ‘of the British® guns, so
that all the carrying’ of supplies and
the bringing ‘up of reliefs have to take
pldee .over tlie apen, without cover of
any Kkind. That is why the British
guns: coutibue to hurl sheils batk of
the. German lines in the fog and rain,
Often the shells or bombe from the
British side throw up fountains of
water high in. the air from the Ger-
man trenches. There are no floor
rboards; or other trench comforts avail-
able for the Germans owing to the un-
ceasing fire of the British artillery.

Hun Troops Poorly Ciad,

Thus far this  winter - German
prisoners”say their treops in the west
have not been supplied with any
sheepskin, leather or fur coats.”. They
have received only woolen vests, bedy
bands and mittens.  Normaliy prison-
ers gay they are supposed to be in
the trenches not more than. frem
fodfteen to eighteen days, but some
divisions lately have remained there
forty days and over withsut iellef.
The rations consist almost ivholly .of
tinned meat, sausage. herring, sar-
dines, rice, rye bread, coffee and min-
eral waters.. Recently a daily ration
of brandy has been served to the men
in the front linc, For rest the men
often are crowded into damp cellars.
