“Following upon an interval of eight
yeatrs, the professional sculling champion-
ship of England was once more decided
upon the Thames from Putmey bridge to
the Ship, at Mortlake, yesterday after-
poon, and for the first time since 1898
an Englishman won. That year W. A.
Barry beat George Towns but during the
following seasons Towns triumphed res-
pectively over both W. A. Barry and J.
Wray. Since then the competition has
almost been forgotten. A younger brother
of W. A. Barry, however, during recent
years kept om startling the best judges
of rowing on the Thames with some won-
derful performances in sprint sculling
bandicaps, and at length Krmest Barry
received sufficient support to induce Geo.
Towns to emerge from anmnounced retire-
ment and travel to England to row again
for our own championship. £200 ‘a side,
end ‘“The Sportsman” cup. This race
was rowed yesterday under ideal eoandi-
tions and, amid much enthusiasm, the
spoils went to the Englishman after a
great race, during which the absolute
fairness of the tactics displayed by boih
men should go far towards lifting profes-
sional sculling from its present position.

“Both men rowed themselves to a com-.
plete standstill, but once more the old
adage respecting youth being served be-
comes applicable. Towns was giving away
13 years in-age, an inch or two in height
and a few pounds in weight, but for a
reputably slow beginmer and great stayer.
‘Towns surprised everybody by being ahead
in less than a minute and a half. Ap-
proaching Harrod’s, Barry spurted hard
to catch Towns who had taken his op-
ponent’s water, but the wary Australian
drew out again, and at Hammersmith
Bridge Towns possessed the advantage of
bali a length.

“From this point to the top of Chis-
wick Eyot, Barry had the inside station
snd it was here that the Englishman made
his supreme effort. Going up rapidly
Barry was just about level at Chiswick
church, and a little further on Towns
began to show signs of distress. The
Australian stuck pluckily to his business,

Towns spurted hard and got up a trifle,
but Barry, although tiring, and only do-
ing about 25 for the final minute, lasted
out to win a magnificent race reflesting
the greatest credit upen everybody con-
cerned by two lengths, The time was
very fast, beating, indeed, the previous re-
cord for the course, that of 21 min. ¢4
see., accomplished' by George Bubear in
1894, by about half a minute. The condi-
tions yesterday were absolutely ideal,
with the sun shining brilliantly, a follow-
ing southerly breeze and a rushing tide.
crowds lined both bamks of the river
accessible to the public and it only re-
mains to be said that Towns started fav-
orite, a fair price being 11 to 10 on. T.
Sullivan showed up Towns, and T. Green
did similar duty for Barry, while Mr. G.
E. B. Kennedy officiated as umpire.
“Barry won the toss and selected the
Surrey Station. The race started by mut-
ual eomsent shortly before three o’clock.
The men got away upon even terms, and
for a few strokes Barry had the advan-
tage. 'Towns quickly drew up, however,
and when the Thames R.C. flagstaff was
passed the Australian, who did thirty-five
strokes in the first minute, against his
rival’s thirty-two, was just ahead in 1
min. 25 secs. At the mile post Towns
had increased his lead to a length, the
time at this poimt being 4 min. 44 eeec.,
and Tight up tp the Crabtree, . Towns
came over so much that Barry spurted
for a foul. Townms, however, steered out
in the mick of time, and led at Hammer-
smith bridge by half a length, in & min.

GOVERNMENT HEARS DELEGATION
ON THE HARBOR BRIDGE PROJECT

The proposal to build a bridge across
the St. John harbor, .via . Navy. Island,
which has' been -sdvoeatéd by "Alderman
We E: Seully, was Jaid before the provin-
ial’ government ‘at its meeting’ here yes-
terday. Premier Hazen and his colleagues
gave no intimation of what they would
be willing to do to assist in such an un-

dertaking.

The delegation which laid the matter
before the government was compesed of
Aldermen Scully, Baskin and Baxter and
Norman P. McLeod. They were intro-
duced ‘by J. E. Wilsen, ML.P.P., and ‘the

idea of building a bridge across the har-
bor was outlined and the government was
asked to take the matter up.

Premier Hazen replied that they had
not enough information on which to base
a reply and he asked the delegation to
ascertain the cost of such an undertaking
and to find out also if the railway com-
panies would use the bridge or mot and
if so, what proportion of the cost they
would bear.

The delegation agreed to get the meces-
sary infarmation and as soon as they have
done so will Jay their report before the
government.

W. Morse, the financier, who has
been sentenced to fifteen years imprison-
ment at hard labor, at the closing of the
United States Circuit Court of Appeals
today, and it now seems certain that the
former multi-millionaire must remain in
the Tombs prison at least until December
3, when argument on the writ of error
that has been granted him, may be argu-

ed.
Ju@kes Lacombe, Ward and Coxe, of the

was denied him. One loophole is left open
to Mgrse’s counsel in the decision and that

The judges stated briefly that as the trial
judge in the preceedings against Morse,
had refused to admit him to bail, the
reviewing judges were not prepared on
the papers submitted to them, to make a
disposition~of the motion. .

Morse had been hopeful of gaining hie
release from the Tombs today, and the
denial of bail came as a hard blow. His
wife and son, Harry, had been with him
lin the jail during the afternoon and they
encouraged him in the belief that he would
be free by nightfall if the judges could
reach a decision by that time. Mrs. Morse
and her son left the prison before the de-
cision had been rendered and the news
was conveyed to the prisoner by an as-
sistant in his counsel’s office.

While Morse tried to hide his disap-
pointment, he felt too cast down to do eo.
He walked to the rear of his cell and sat
on the edge of his hard, narrow bherth
and refused to make any comment. A
few minutes later he regained some of his
composure and the expression on his face
changed. Later Chas. E. Littlefield and
Clifford Walker, his chief advisors, and
Morse entered animatedly into a discus-
sion of fv ther plans for seeuring a faver-
able decision on the question of bail, but
no announcement was made as to what
would be done.
‘There is one feature of the case that is
particularly disagreeable to Morse. That
is that no matter how long he is compell-
ed to remain a prisoner in the Tombs, the
time will not count as a part of the fifteen
years he must serve in the federal prison
at Atlanta (Ga.), in case he loses his ap-
peal for a new trial.

Judge Hough gave as his reason for re-
fusing to admit Morse to bail the fact
that the case was not a cxtraditable one,
and it would be easy for Morse to furnish
| bail through a bonding company as the
| prisoner was worth $22,000,000. Morse, in
{an aflidavit, presented to the judges of the
| United States Court of Appeals yester-
day, denied that he was a millionaire, say-
ing that he had not enough money or ee-
curities to meet his obligations.

These were the principal points consid-
ered by the judges in arriving at their de-
cision to deny bail. It is said that the
Morse attorneys will take advantage of
the opportunity to file a bill of particulars,
as their client is exceedingly desirous of
| obtaining his release.

quiry Tell of Moose and

" Deer Being Shot in Close Season—Fredericton
Military Official Charged With Violating Game
Laws—New York Sportsmen Also Offended.

Chatham, N.B.,, Nov. 10.—The implica-

tion of Sergeant-Major Duncan, of Fred-
ericton, was the feature of the first day’s
trial of Henry Braithwaite, charged with
violating the game laws, before, Magistrate
Connors today. Information has been laid
against the officer, and his trial will fol-
low the Braithwaite trial.

So far, no indriminating evidence has
been given against the veteran guide. It
was brought out, however, that American
sportsmen, under his guidance, had two
moose heads and a deer in their posees-
sion, and one guide, Gilmour, told of
seeing the deer shot on September 10,
five days before the open season began.
The moose and deer were shot by an
American sportsman named Ungar, and
Williams, another sportsman, claimed the
other moose head.

The evidence of James Gilmour was
finished -in the afternoon. He belonged
to Stanleg, York County, and was a
guide by occupation. He had been em-
ployed by Henry Braithwaite as guide.
During the close season, about September
1, he went into the Big TLake with a party
of hunters. The party included, Messrs.
Ungar, Dickie, Williams and ‘Stanton,
Braithwaite with two teamsters and a
cook. Sgt.-Major Duncan was seen at
the camp later. He did not hunt with
witness. One morning Duncan went out
in ‘the woods with a rifle. He could not
remember the date. Witness was with
Mr. Ungar from the 11th to the 15th of
September. Ungar got a deer and a
moose. He got the deer about the 10th
and the moose on the 14th.

Witness took the deer carcass to camp
and portions of it were caten. Tt was
called deer meat. There was other fresh
meat in camp called bear meat. It was
not unlike deer meat. The moose meat
was not brought to camp. The moose had
been wounded. He took the bullet out
himself. He thought the moose had car-
ried it about three weeks. The shot was
a 32 calibre copper jacket bullet. There
was no one in the party which had a rifle
which sent such a bullet.

He told
of making two trips into the Big Lake.
He took in baggage for Braithwaite’s party
on September 1. It took five days to

left Boiestown on Sept. 15 and reached
the foot of the Big Lake on the evening
of the 17th. He loaded the baggage and
returned the next day. Two moose heads
and a deer head were taken out. He did
not know who had shot them. Mr. Braith-
waite did not have anything to do with
them. Mr. Ungar paid him for the trip.
Mr. Lawlor stated that an impression
had gone abroad that the case would be
postponed and witnesses who had been
summoned had not come. Two men from
Boiestown would arrive in the morning.
The case will be resumed at 10 o’clock to-
morrow morning.

The information in the case is laid by
Harry Brooks, of Newcastle, special game
warden, though it is understood Arthur
Robinson, the New York sportsman, is
behind the prosecution. A. J. Gregory,
K.C., and J. J. F. Winslow, of Frederic-
ton, are appearing for Braithwaite. R. A.
T.awlor conducts the prosecution. Mr.
Robinson is not present.
