Said to Have Declared Peace
Treaty Attended by Ill-
Fortune for Principals and
His Turn Coming Soon.

Paris, Jan, 24—Ill-fortune has attend-
ed statesmen intimately associated with
the framing of the treaty of Versailles,
in the opinion of Premier David Lloyd
George of Great Britain, according to a
newspaper article published here.

Lloyd George was so convinced that
Clemnenceau would be the next president
of the French republic that he consider-
ed the race over. Therefore, when he
heard of the election of Paul Deschanel
as president he could not refrain from
expressing his astonishment.

“Who could have expected such a re-
versal of form,” he ejaculated when the
result was announced.

In conversation with a. member of the
chamber of deputies, the British premier -
is said to have expressed an opinion that
the “peace treaty was hard luck for any-
one having had a hand in it.”

“Yes,” the deputy is quoted as reply-
ing, “Premier Orlando is out of offices
Premier Clemenceau is again in private
life and President Wilson has met with
reverses in Washington. Only you have
been spared.”

“Yes, and in less than six months it
will be my turn,” is the reply attributed
to the British leader.

NOW FOR AGTION
FOR DAMAGES

New Yorker and His Four
Foxes in Tangle with Que-
bee Officials.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Montreal, Jan. 24—A comedy of mis-
takes and y misdirected official
activities ended its first stage last night
when Charles R. Taylor, general man-
ager of Canadian Fishing & Transport,
Limited, of New York, left by the night
train for that city, accompanied by four
red foxes. These animals had caused
all the trouble and led to Mr. Taylor’s
arrest here, the seizure of his foxes, his
detention in a police cell for several
hours and an eventual appeal to the
United States consul-general here, to-
gether with a message to Washington:

Mr. Taylor had bought the foxes from
a man in Quebec and had had them
shipped to the Place Viger station here.
On Dec. 17 Mr. Taylor was arrested by
a game inspector on a charge of not pay-
ing the royalty on fur-bearing animals
and taken to the central police station
where he was detained for several hours
until bail was accepted. Next day an-
other charge of carrying on a fur busi-
ness in the province of Quebec without
a license was laid against Mr. Taylor
and on Dec. 21 the charges came before
the court and were dismissed. Getting
back the foxes took a much longer time
and it was only last night that this de-
tail was satisfactorily settled.

Mr. Taylor, who says that his time
is worth $500 a day, has left instruct-
jons with a lawyer here to take such ac-
tion in damages as the case might war-
rant.

G.W.V.A.EXECUTIVE
FOR PROPORTIONAL
REPRESENTATION

Ottawa, Jan. 24—Unanimously favor-
ing the principle of proportionate repres-
entation members of the dominion ex-
ecutive of the G. W. V. A. at the last
session of their conference here passed
a resolution endorsing it and asking
Premier Borden to summon a speaker’s
conference similar to that in Great Bri-
tain in 1917, to discuss this matter and
report its findings to the house of com-
mons at the earliest possible date.

and that the chiropatic profession should
be more favorably recognized was the
opinion of the United Farmers of Al-
berta in session here yecsterday. The
convention went on record in support of
a law to legalize the chiropatic practice
and to establish - a board of examiners to
pass on qualifications for entrants into
the profession. :
