A living mounment to each of its sons
who makes the supreme sacrifice in the
service of nations and for the cause of
world democracy, will be the tribute
which the city of Cleveland will pay to
its solider dead.
Under the plan ,an avenue in Cleve-
land will be set aside for the plantinz
of a tree for each Cleveland boy who
has died in the service of the countiry
since the beginning of the war.
At a conference between Director of
Parks Waite and City Forester Hyatt,
it was decided to dedicate North Park
Boulevard in Shaker Lakes Park to the
boys for whom gold stars are placed on
service flags in Cleveland homes.
The name of this thoroughfare, run
ning from Cedar road about four miles

eastward, ‘is to be changed to “Liberty
RDW-”

As summer weather is not adapted to
tree planting, City Forester Hyatt will
arrange for the planting or these honor
trees beginning next fall. “Victory
Oaks” have been selected by him as
most fitting for the purposg. Each tree
will bear a small bronege tablet, inscribed
with the name of the soldici-hero whose
memory it perpetuates.

City officials and members of the
family of each “gold star mwan” are to
assist in the planting ceremonies, at
which it is also planned to pay a mili-
tary tribute to the late Clevelanders.

Cleveland probably will be the first
city in the country to carry out this
plan, which has been given the highest
endorsement by prominent people here.
