Toronto, June 17.—“Rotary’s destiny 
is tlie establishment of a world fellow­
ship of business and professional men, 
united in the Rotary idea of service,’’ 
said President Guy Gundaker, opening 
the fifteenth annual Rotary Convention 
here today.

“A world fellowship, while necessar­
ily contingent on the extent and suc­
cessful establishment of Rotary in all 
the nations of the world, is likewise 
contingent on the correctness of the 
standards of business practice of the 
men privileged to enter that fellow­
ship,” he continued.

“Until men meet on the common 
ground of correct business methods, 
there can be no world fellowship of 
business men. The major Rotary 
activity for the immediate future will 
be an increasing and unceasing activity 
for better business methods and their 
standardization in codes of ethics. In 
countries where crafts are organized 
with great national associations, the 
greatest opportunity for achievement 
will be found in Rotary’s campaign for 
written codes of correct standards of 
business practice.

“In my opinion, Rotary’s most last­
ing contribution to the world will be 
found in the realm of business, in the 
making of a happier, more contented, 
more kindly, more co-operative, and 
more honorable business world. In the 
achievement of a more honorable busi­
ness world you have the solution for 
all the other betterments sought. With 
an honorable business world, happi­
ness, contentment, kindliness and co­
operation must and will prevail.

“With correct business methods, 
world-wide, the business men of all 
nations, meeting on this common 
ground, will establish great interna­
tional friendships and good-will — 
friendships which will harbinger ever­
lasting peace.

“One of the ultimate objects of writ­
ten codes is to standardize conduct so 
that all fellow-craftsmen in any line 
of business can compete with one an­
other on an equality of opportunity. 
Where men compte on different busi­
ness standards, there is no equality of 
opportuntiy.

“Likewise, competition between men 
of different standards of business 
methods is unfair competition. Stand­
ardization of right conduct will destroy 
unfair competition, and written codes 
of rules of conduct provide the only 
way for such standardization. When 
business men compete on a common 
ground of high business _ standards, 
sales will be made on tile basis of 
service, and then that paradox of the 
imagination—co-operative competition 
—will be a reality.

“The greatest contribution made by 
Rotary in its code campaign is the In­
sistence that codes must be made up 
of rules of conduct expressed as ‘Shall’ 
or ‘Shall Not.’ Those codes not writ­
ten as rules of conduct, nor expressed 
as ‘Shall’ or ‘Shall Not’ fail to accom­
plish the purpose for which they were 
written; namely, the standardization of 
conduct.

“Of the 51 codes adopted since the 
start of Rotary’s campaign for codes, 
27 of which are the codes of great 
national organizations, a careful esti­
mate indicates that 200,000 business 
men, unassociated with Rotary, are 
now working under adequate codes 
which direct them in ethical conduct. 
This is a great practical demonstra­
tion of the results secured by Rotari- 
ans as ambassadors to their crafts, and 
also a conclusive proof of the leavening 
effect of Rotary upon the whole busi­
ness world.

“Ethical conduct of business, em­
phasized and spread throughout the 
world, will greatly diminish the in­
clination and disposition on the part 
of the peoples of the different nations 
to fight one another. Unscrupulous 
business methods have been a potent 
cause of many international misunder­
standings, and war has frequently 
sprung from unethical business mani­
pulations, and desire for monopolistic 
control. It is an historical fact that 
nations are born, and great wars have 
happened through the use of business 
as a pawn in the world’s gamel of 
chess. History shows that governments 
follow the same path as business: if 
business is crooked, governments will 
be crooked. If business is honest, 
(which Rotary’s campaign for better 
business ethics alms to make it), it 
has a corresponding reaction upon the 
character of government.

“When the Rotary campaign for 
.ethical business conduct spreads and is 
accepted, and is of world-wide recog­
nition and enforcement, one of the 
greatest and most serious hidden un­
derlying causes of jealousy and war 
will have been permanently removed.”

That the general feeling among 
the thinking people of Great Britain 
was not In accord with the stand 
the British Government had taken 
In reference to trade with Canada 
and other of the British Dominions; 
that they were eager that the Em­
pire should be more closely welded 
together and ralized that one of the 
best means of accomplishing this 
result was through the channels of 
trade; that If the British Empire 
was to retain the place It now holds 
among the people® of the earth and 
retain its supremacy In the field of 
shipping and world commerce, the 
trade relations ot the Dominions 
and possessions must be cultivated 
to the extreme; that nothing should 
be done to hurt the kindly relations 
at present existing, anir that the 
action of the Government In the pre­
sent case, when It say® that it does 
not care anything about the British 
preference with Canada, after Can­
ada had given this preference for 27 
years, was not going to do the rela­
tionship of Canada and Great Brit­
ain any good, were some of the many 
Impression® which W. Shives Fisher 
former president of the Canadian 
Manufacturers AssoclAlon, brought 
back with him when he returned 
yesterday from a trip which took 
him to Italy, Egypt, France, Greece, 
Belgium and England, and entailed 
thousands of miles of traveling, and 
four and a half months of time.

In Jerusalem, Mr. Fisher sat in the 
room in which the Treaty of Capitu­
lation was signed. The name Allenby 
had a tremendous effect on the Arabs, 
Mr. Fisher said, because of its first 
lettefc “AUe,” so like Allah, god of 
their faith. This fact it was reported, 
he said, had a great deal to do with 
the success which greeted General Al­
lenby In his administration there.

Christians had no chance in Con­
stantinople, Mr. Fisher said, because 
of the attitude of the Young Turks, 
who were grabbing everything for 
themselves and would not countenance, 
let alone encourage, any Christian do­
ing business of any kind. The party 
spent-but one day in Athens.

There was no unemployment In 
France, Mr. Fisher said, adding that 
the reverse was the case, for they had 
had to import labor by hundreds from 
Belgium and Italy to meet the de­
mand. The depreciation in the value 
of the franc, had given France an op­
portunity to seek markets in the other 
countries of the world, with tbe result 
that their trade had increased to an 
enormous extent.

In England there was a lot of un­
employment, Mr. Fisher said, adding 
that the industrial situation there was 
not in very good condition.

At Wembley , he said, Canada’s 
building and exhibits were superior to 
any of the others, though each of the 
colonies and Dominions was well rep­
resented.

Mrs. Fisher and their daughter, who 
accompanied Mr. Fisher on the trip, 
did not return with him, and expect to 
visit in several other lands before re- 
thrning to St. John later in the year.

Recently two other projects have 
been started, one of which is the Ad­
miral Beattey Hotel and the other' is 
the Atlantic Coast Collieries. The lat­
ter Is being financed by W. A. Macken­
zie & Co., of Toronto, a financial house 
of excellent standing and with a very 
successful record. They are bringing 
to the Maritimes as an initiai develop­
ment over $5,000,000, which will be 
expended at Mabou, Cape Breton.

Enterprises of this character, which 
give employment to thousands of men, 
supply a commodity which we have 
been sending thousands of dollars out­
side of the country annually to secure, 
and which encourage faith and hope in 

future for the Maritime Provinces, 
mean more to us than all our agitations 
and fault-findings do.

If we had ten other concerns, each 
bringing $5,000,000 to the Maritime 
Provinces, to develop our industries, our 
problems would be solved.
