OVER A PRECIPICE.
HOW ARTHUR DAY MURDERED HIS 

WIFE AT NIAGARA.

Give» Information lo the De­
tectives—The Search—Day 1» a Biga­
mist, and Talks In His Sleep.

Niagara Falls, Ont., Aug. 10—An at­
rocious crime has come to light to-day, 
the principals being Rochester people. 
This morning Mr. J. C. Hayden, chief of 
the detective force in Rochester, accom­
panied by Detective Furtherer, of the 
same force, an4 having in charge a Mrs. 
Quigley, wife of Charles H. Quigley a 
lather, of Rochester, N. Y., arrived here 
and notified Ontario Policeman Mc- 
Micking that they were in search 
of the body of a woman who had 
been murdered here two weeks ago to­
day. The detectives started on their 
seârch, piloted by Mrs. Quigley, down 
along the top of the river banks on the 
Cünàüian side, below jthe. railway suspen­
sion bridge, toward tiré whirlpool When 
they reached a point about 100 yards be­
low the whirlpool rapid elevator photo­
graph gallery, Mrs. Quigley threw herself 
back and refused to advance, saying, 
“There is the spot ; under that precipice 
lies the body'of Arthur Day’s wife.”

Officers Hayden and McMicking then 
made a detour, going down the elevator, 
and after an hour’s hard climbing reach­
ed the place where the body of the un­
fortunate woman was found lying fright­
fully mangled on the rugged rocks. The 
face was badly sunken, the whole body 
very much decomposed and a frightful 
stench came from the body. It being 
late in the evening no attempt was made 
to bring the body to the top of the bank, 
but a guard was set till morning. The 
party then returned to Police magistrate 
Hill’s office, where Mrs. Quigley related 
the following remarkable story: “I live 
ht Rochester, N. Y. I came to the Falls 
on Sunday, July 27. With me was my 
brother Arthur Day and his wife. We 
arrived about 11 o’clock in the morning. 
Upon our arrival at the Falls we crossed 
the lower bridge to this side and 
walked down towards the whirlpool, 
below the whirlpool rapids ele­
vator. Being tired I sat down 
upon a stone, looking towards the Falls. 
My brother and his wife went down and 
stopped at the place where the detectives 
and we did today. I saw my brother 
standing near the precipice. His wife 
was immediately in front of him. The 
next time I looked he was waving a 
black handkerchief for me to come 
to him, which I did, and not seeing 
his wife I asked him where 
Deseriah was. He said that he had 
pushed her over the bank and that she 
had never moved, and did not know 
what struck her. He said he' wanted to 
get rid of her. Afterwards he gave me a 
ticket and said we muet part I took the 
train from the Falls. I saw my brother 
upon my arrival at Buffalo but did not 
speak to him. I saw him three 
days afterwards in Rochester.” De­
tective Hayden threw the following 
light upon the sequel of the murder Last 
Tuesday, Lizzie Breen, of 228 Plymouth 
street, Rochester, where she lived com­
fortably with her father before meeting 
one Arthur Hoyt, of the same city, whom 
she had married on the 12th of July last 
at Canandigua, N. Y., laid information 
before him that she had reason to think 
that she had been victimized by Hoyt 
she having reasons to know that his name 
was not Hoyt, but Arthur Day, and 
a married man. The detective detailed 
Detective Kavanagh on the case. The 
detective had Day arrested for bigamy 
at once, and learned upon further in­
vestigation that Mrs. Day No. 1, her 
husband and sister-in-law were at the 
Falls on July 27, but could not find any 
trace of wife No l’s present whereabouts. 
He had heard from wife No. 2 Day would 
awaken her by talking in his sleep, and 
saying. “There she goes over.” Mrs. 
Quigley being questioned by the detec­
tives about the visit admitted that her 
brother had told her that he had pushed 
his wife over the bank. Day married 
wife No. 1 at Saratoga eight years ago 
and had been living with her at 70 Still- 
son street, Rochester, up to the day of 
the murder, and at the same time 
had married Lizzie Breen and 
was living with her at 30} Mortimer 
street Detectives Hayden and Furtherer 
left on the 9 p.m. train for Rochester. 
Application will be made to extradite 
Day and he will be tried for murder here. 
The place where the body of the unfor­
tunate woman lies is about sixty feet 
from the top of the bank.

Ottawa, Aug. 14.—A telegram from 
Rat Portage says Canadian and Ameri­
can Indians have taken possession of 
Garden island 85 miles from Rat Portage, 
in Lake of the Woods, Minnesota, within 
four days. This intelligence created little 
surprise in government circles as tbe 
Canadian Indians have sent in several 
petitions during the past two years 
to the Indian departmental stating 
that the fish which is the princ­
ipal source of their food sup­
ply will be exterminated unless 
the American firms abandoned its trade. 
The Dominion authorities, however, 
were powerless to act as Lake of tbe 
Woods lies partly in American territory 
and the fishing operations were confined 
exclusively to the American waters.

An official of the fishery department 
stated the question was one requiring 
joint action by both governments. He 
admitted that the Indians had a 
reasonable ground of complaint and 
thought the grievance would be remedied 
without delay. The fish caught in the 
lake were transported to Rat "Portage, 
Ont., and thence exported. It comes in 
free of duty.
