that quarter with more vigor than ever f 
before. The arbitration board did not 
proceed with its deliberations for more 
than two hours when a hitch took 
place. The strikers* committee insisted 
that one basis of settlement should be 
that the new bosses should agree to em­
ploy a certain number of the strikers to 
start with and so many or all later on, 
and that a contract should be signed to 
that effect The umpires ruled in favor 
of the strikers on that point At 3 
o’clock the board had agreed on the 
eight-hour clause, and were struggling 
with the minimum rate of wages de­
manded, with a heated discussion and 
with little signs of agreeing. Early in 
the afternoon W. H. Jackson, one of the 
boss carpenters and an ex-member of 
the boss carpenters arbitration com­
mittee, sent in a huge letter to Judge 
Tuley, complaining of his treatment 
He was objected to by the strikers, and 
was dropped from the committee. Mr.
