In the House of Lords, Lord Castle­

town (Liberal) moved the address in 
reply to the King's speech, and praised 
the assistance rendered by the Ameri­
can navy at Kingston. He also de­
clared that it was necessary- to change 
the machinery of the House of Lords, 
which at present gave that house a 
preponderance of Tories.

Lord Castletown declared that what 
was proposed in Ireland was devolution 
rather than revolution. After a hun­
dred years of union it was proposed to 
adopt administrative reforms, long 
overdue, to rescue their system from 
chaos. An appeal for financial Justice 
had failed, but separation was unthink­
able and impossible.

Lord Lansdowne (Liberal Unionist), 
former foreign secretary, said the 
opposition was left in entire ignorance 
as to the direction in which a solution 
for the present relations between the 
House of Lords and the House of 
Commons was to be sought. Did the 
government want to make the upper 
house stronger and more efficient, or 
degrade It to a mere debating society?

Railway Bonds.
Winnipeg, Feb. 12—A bill to authorize 

the guarantee of certain bonds of the 
Canadian Northern Railway Company 
was approved in the legislature to-day. 
The bill provides for a guarantee of 
bonds to the extent of $1,115,000.

Secretary Cuthbert, of the Tourist 
Association, was a very busy man 
when seen Wednesday. In outlining 
the policy of the association, he inti­
mated that one of their most import­
ant publications, “The Outpost of Em­
pire,” would be radically changed. 
Considerable space in the new volume 
will be devoted to the possibilities for 
manufacturers to locate here, such as 
cooperages, machinery factories, etc. 
This book only gets into the hands of 
those actually interested. It will there­
fore draw the attention of capitalists. 
The present flourishing condition of 
Victoria’s Industries will also be noted 
and due space given in which to outline 
their progress. It is Intended also to 
point to the favorable position Victoria 
occupies as a port of shipment.

“Impressions” will also be revised. 
Entirely new pictures showing the re­
cent development of the city will be in­
serted, ;and the opinions of late ar­
rivals, who have come here attracted 
by the possibilities of the city, will be 
given a prominent place.

Mr. Cuthbert considers this portion 
of the- programme very important.

Pointing to the office which was 
thronged with seekers after informa­
tion, he asked: “How is It possible for 
anyone to dream that the city can get 
along without the association?”

Continuing, he stated that the grant 
which the association asked for was 
the smallest that they could get along 
with. Regina, Edmonton, Calgary and 
Moose Jaw, each spent more than that 
in advertising last year. The council 
in each of these places was alive to the 
situation, and they were backed by an 
intelligent, progressive and aggressive 
business community. They spent 
$10,000 last year in Regina, and as a 
result various wholesale houses were 
coming there. They were also looking 
to the establishment of manufacturing 
industries. The same was true of Ed­
monton. They spent over $10,000 last 
year. They were spending nearly $15,- 
000 this. Already several new whole­
sale houses had signified their inten­
tion of opening there. Manufacturers 
were also coming, and Edmonton would 
soon be noted for other things than Its 
possibilities as a shipping point.

These towns all- looked to the Vic­
toria Association, the first of its kind 
in Canada, for pointers. He was, on 
his trips last year, asked to stop off 
and give them information. The urg­
ency of business, however, prevented 
him. It was too bad if this association 
was going to go back just at the time 
the others were advancing.

Tinstone has at last been discovered 

In a solid vein in Canada. Samples 
were received recently by the geologi­
cal survey from Harry Piers, curator 
of the provincial museum at Halifax, 
and they proved on being assayed to 
be cassiterite, the most valuable of tin 
ores, containing 78 per cent, of tin and 
22 per cent, oxygsn. The discovery was 
made by John Keddy at Lake Ramsay 
on John Reeve’s farm, three miles west* 
of New Ross, Lunenburg county, N. S. 
The ore is found in semi-crystalline 
forms disseminated through a vein of 
decomposed, kaolinized pegmatite in 
granite.

As early as 1868 tin ore is reported by 
Prof. How to have been found in Nova 
Beotia in granite at Tangier and Shel­
burne, and latterly it has also been 
found in granite drift at Tangier and 
Country Harbor, and in the tailings at 
Malaga gold district. Still the granite 
rocks which form the backbone of the 
peninsula of Nova Scotia have always 
been regarded as barren of minerals of 
economic value by the prospector.

In 1903 E. R. Fairbault, of the geolo­
gical survey, examined geologically the 
New Ross region, and reported in the 
summary report for that year the oc­
currence of ores of molybdenite, zinc, 
Iron, manganese, copper, lead and 
!*Hver and other less important miner­
als, and he recommended the locality 
as a promising field for prospecting. In 
the summary report for 1906 a reference 
is again made to the ore-bearing char­
acter of the granites of that region 
and to the rumor of tin ore having 
been found at Lake Ramsay. Speci­
mens brought then from that locality 
were examined for tin, but they only 
proved to be zinc blènd, a 
which much resembles cassiterite. The 
vein has only been opened 12 feet in 
depth and it requires to be developed 
considerably more to prove the 
nomic value of the deposits. Still the 
fact Is established that the granites of 
Nova Scotia contain valuable miner­
als, and chief amongst them is tinstone. 
More exploratory work should be done 
in that region by panning for tinstone 
among the streams and developing the 
numerous pegmatite veins which cut 
the granite.

In the reports of the geological sur­
vey tin ore is reported to have been 
found in drift at several places In Can­
ada. It was found in New Brunswick 
on the Pokiok river, York county; in 
Quebec on the sixth lot of the eleventh 
range of Whitton, Compton county, 
and in the gneiss of Buckingham, La- 
belle county: in Ontario in minute 
quantity at Sudbury, and in the Ver­
milion mine, in the county of Denison, 
district of Algoma; in British Colum­
bia in a three feet vein of pegmatite 
cutting granite near Osoyoos lake, also 
in Cariboo and Boundary Creek dis­
tricts; and in the Yukon in several tri­
butaries of the Klondike river, but so 
far, most frequently in Bonanza. 
Hunker and Sulphur creeks, where it 
occurs as stream tin in smooth round­
ed pebbles up to two inches in diame­
ter, which remain with the gsld in the 
sluice boxes, on account of 
weight. The discovery of tinstone in 
the Laurentian rocks of Greenland con­
stitutes a claim to attention in the fun­
damental strata of Baffinland where 
commercially valuable deposits may be 
expected.

Tinstone Is a rare mineral all the 
world over, and has been found in pay­
ing quantities only in very few places, 
and generally in pegmatite veins in the 
granite. The world’s output of tin in 
1905 was 92,607 tons, produced by only 
six localities: the Malay peninsula 
producing 58,547 tons, or 60 per cent, of 
the whole. Bolivia, 12,500 tons, Billiton 
and Banka islands in the Dutch East 
Indies, 12,615; Australia, 5,028, and Eng­
land, 3,857 tons. In the United States 
tin ore was found in several states, in­
cluding Maine, New Hampshire and 
Massachusetts, where it » occurs in 
granite much similar to that of Nova 
Beotia, but not in paying quantities. No 
tin was produced in the United States 
before 1903; in that year nineteen tons 
of high grade concentrates were ex- 

. tracted from South Carolina and ship­
ped to England; in 1904 about 142 tons 
of concentrates from South Carolina, 
South Dakota and Alaska were ship­
ped to England, but no production is 
reported for 1905.

The price of tin has increased» great­
ly during the last few years, and as 
the demand is greater than the supply 
it will certainly keep on increasing. In 
1905 the price per pound increased from 
29 to 35 cents; in April, 1906, it reach­
ed 38.6 cents, anfi at present it is 42 
cents. The high price of tin is natural­
ly stimulating developments in all parts 
of the world, especially in Australia 
and Bolivia. The cost of production 
has increased in the Malay peninsula 
<yn account of the exhaustion of the 
richer and more easily worked alluvial 
deposits, and also on accoutn of the 
rise in wages.

Mr. Faribault will be in Nova Scotia 
again next summer to complete the 
geological survey of the gold-bearing 
and granite rocks lying to the west of 
Halifax in Lunenburg county, and will 
devote some time to a study of the 
mode of occurrence of the mineral 
veins at New Ross, so as to assist if 
possible in the development of this 
promising new district.

C. B. Dodge last season. The launch 
used by Mr. Dodge last year proved 
rather too light and too slow, 
present one, designed by R. L. New­
man, of this city, the consulting en­
gineer for the Dominion government, 
will be much more powerful. It will In 
fact be somewhat similar to the launch 
Shawatlans, owned by the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, and used by that cor­
poration about Prince Rupert harbor. 
The new hydrographic launch will be 
somewhat larger than the Shawatlans, 
and will be well able to withstand 
rough weather.

The launch used by Mr. Dodge last 
year will act as a tender to the new 
one and with the two the hydrographic 
work at Prince Rupert harbor may be 
expected to advance very rapidly this 
summer.

Usual State Procession 
from Buckingham palace to the House 
of Lords.

The House was fill­
ed to its capacity, and the assemblage 
of members of the Royal family, peers 
robed in scarlet and ermine and peer­
esses resplendent in court dresses, 
state robes, and magnificent jewels, 
foreiggp diplomats, church dignitaries, 
judges and officers of the navy and 
army, all in gala uniform or clad in the 
vari-colored dresses of their office fac­
ing the King and Queen, who were

Seated on Their Throne, 
combined to form a scene which Was 
mediaeval in its picturesqueness.

Ranged on the steps of the throne on 
either side of the King stood the Earl 
of Crewe, Lord president of the coun­

ORIENTAL COMPETITION.
At a meeting of the freight bureau of 

North Pacific Asiatic lines held at Seat­
tle, it was agreed among the representa­
tives of the regular lines to continue the 
present reduced flour rate to Shanghai, 
Hongkong, Manila and Japanese ports for 
sixty days longer. By that time grain 
shipments to Oriental ports will not be 
so heavy as they are at the present time.

The Japanese of late have been sending 
their own steamships to the Pacific Coast 
after cargoes and are now in a position 
to carry freight lower than the regular 
lines. Owing to the difficulties of landing 
wheat at the Coast ports because of 
trouble on the rail lines the tramp ves­
sels have been greatly delayed. On top of 
this trouble is the fuel shortage,, which 
may finally result in the withdrawal of 
the competing vessels.

The flour rate to Shanghai has been 
reduced from $5 to $4 and from $4 to $3.50 
to Japanese ports.

The Overshadowing Question 
of the House of Lords.

After the usual reference to the good 
will prevailingt between Great Britain 
and the other powers, the speech de­
plored the loss of life and destruction 
of property resulting from earthquake 
at Kingston and continued:

‘T have seen with satisfaction that 
the Kingston emergency has been met 
by the governor and his officers with 
courage and devotion and by the people 
with self-control.

“The occasion has called forth many 
proofs of practical good will from all 
parts of my empire, and I recognize 
with sincere gratitude the sympathy 
shown by the people of the United 
States and the assistance promptly of­
fered by their naval authorities.”

A congratplatcfry reference to the 
visit to India of the Ameer of Afghan­
istan was followed by the intimation 
“that while guarding the unity of the 
executive power unimpaired” some 
changes in the government methods in 
India were under consideration, bring­
ing them more in accordance with 
wishes of the natives.

“Serious questions,” continued the 
King, “effecting the working of 

Our Parliamentary System 
have arisen from the unfortunate dif­
ferences between the two houses. Min­
isters have this important subject under 
consideration with the view of a solu­
tion of the difficulty.”

The remainder of the speech was de­
voted to the proposed licensing bill, the 
object of which is to diminish the drink 
evil/ proposals for the improvement of 
the army organization, for Irigh local 
government and education, and minor 
measures.

On the Irish question the King said: 
“Your attention will be called to a 
measure for further associating 

The People of Ireland 
with the management of their domestic 
affairs and otherwise improving their 
system of government in Its adminis­
trative and financial aspects. Propos­
als will also -be submitted to you for 
effecting a reform of university educa­
tion in Ireland, by which I trust that 
the difficulties which have so long 
tarded h-gher education in that 
try may be remedied.”

Among the domestic legislation as 
foreshadowed is “a bill enabling 
men to serve on local boards,” evident­
ly intended as a sop to the 
suffragists.

HAD ROUGH PASSAGE.
The new freighter Haldis, chartered 

by Mackenzie Bros, to replace the 
wrecked Norwegian steamer Themis, 
had a rough passage across the Pacific 
to Vancouver, where the vessel arrived 
recently. Days at a time the steamer 
was a veritable bridge across the 
troughs of waves which tossed her in 
ruthless fashion, but through It all 
she behaved splendidly.

The Haldis is a steel screw steamer 
of 1,700 tons register, with a carrying 
capacity of 2,500 tons dead weight. Her 
dimensions are 265 feet long, 37 feet 
beam, and 12M- feet depth of held. She 
is classed as 100 Al at Lloyd’s.

Mackenzie Bros, have a 12 months’ 
charter on the vessel, with an option 
of extending the contract after the ex­
piration of the present agreement. The 
steamer will engage as quickly as pos­
sible in the ore-carrying trade during 
the rest of the winter, after which she 
will carry freight between Vancouver 
and Skagway.

IMPROVING GRANBY MINE.

Trolley System of Haulage on the 
Four Hundred-Foot Level.

Some time this year it is the inten­
tion of the management of the Granby 
Consolidated to install a trolley system 
of haulage at the 400-foot level of the 
property, thus doing away with the 
horses now being used at that level of 
the mine, says the Phoenix Pioneer. 
The system will be similar to that in 
operation in the workings of the No.
3 tunnel, which has worked so satis­
factorily for the last two or three 
years. Rather smaller electric locomo­
tives will be used than in the No. 3 
tunnel, and the same direct current will* 
he used also.

Heretofore a motor-generator set of 
75 horse-power has been in use in the ; 
No. 3 terminal for transforming the al- j 
ternating current to direct current, j 
Last week C. E. Lane, at the head of i 
the Granby electrical department, fin­
ished the work of installing a new 
motor-generator set, which is driven by 
a 200 fc*rse-power motor, and is so ar- 
ianged that it can be coupled up with 
the old set or operated separately. The 
current used is about 500 volts. This 
will furnish ample direct current, .not 
only for the No. 3 tunnel but for the 
400-foot level trolley installation when 
ever that shall have been put in.
