Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 12t—Albert 
Fox narrowly escaped death at the 
hand of a drunken gang at an early 
hour this morning. He, with six oth­
ers, were in a house of questionable 
repute on Austin street when a row 
started. In the ensuing fight, Fox was 
thrown to the floor and badly kicked 
about the face and head.

While the row was at its height, Mrs. 
Andrews, one of the inmates of the 
place, ran for the police, and when 
they arrived they found the whole 
party still there. All of them were in 
a more or less intoxicated condition. 
Two of them. F. Goodman and David 
Hay, were placed under arrest and 
brought to the police station, along 
with the Andrews woman and another 
inmate known as Bessie Lambert. The 
others of the gang escaped.

As soon as Fox’s condition was seen. 
Dr. Winram was called and ordered 
his removal to the general hospital. 
There, it was found that he had a 
number of severe cuts and bruises, 
but none of them are considered to be 
of a serious nature. He has lost a 
considerable amount of blood, but it is 
thought that he will be out within a 
week or two. No explanation of the 
cause of the fight, nor the names of 
those involved who were instrumental 
in injuring Fox were secured, but it 
is expected that the others present 
at the time of the trouble, besides the 
two men captured, will be placed under 
arrest to-day.

The temporary ruling by Dr. G. L. 
Milne, the local Dominion government 
immigration agent, in respect to Japa­
nese immigrants coming here with 
United States passports, has now been 
suspended and thirty Japanese who ar­
rived to-day on the steamship Shinano 
Maru were allowed to land.

It will be remembered that, upon the 
arrival of the Weir steamship Kumerlc 
at this port recently with a large num­
ber of Japanese, the United States im­
migration officials notified Dr. Milne 
that all immigrants holding United 
States passports should be taken on to 
Seattle. They stated that they would 
refuse to allow any immigrants land­
ing here to go on to the Sound by any 
other steamship than the one that 
brought them, and, in consequence, Dr. 
Milne refused to allow the Japanese 
to land.

Representations have been made to

KILLARNEY MURDERER Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 12.—Hon. W. S. 
Fielding laid upon the table of the 
house yesterday estimates for the fiscal 
year ending March, 1909, calling for a 
total appropriation of $119,237,091, of 
which $76,871,471 is chargeable to the 
consolidated fund.

This is an increase of $13,500,000 in the 
main estimates presented to the house 
last session. Of this $400,000 is ac­
counted for in the provincial subsidies, 
and the increased appropriation for a 
transcontinental* railway commission, 
leaving an increase of $9,500,000 over 
last year’s main estimates on other 
public services of the country.

Vancouver- Sydney Subsidy.
Ottawa, Dec. 12.—In the estimates 

for 1908-1909 presented to parliam^pt 
last evening the subsidy for the Aus­
tralian steamship line from Vancouver 
to Australia has been dropped. It 
amounted to $180.509.

This subsidy expires in August next, 
and evidently it is not to be renewed. 
Although the service is not what it 
should be, still that is not the real 
reason for the discontinuance of the 
subsidy. As a matter of fact Aus­
tralia’s treatment of Canada in regard 
to trade matters is not such as to en­
courage this country in providing trade 
facilities for the Commonwealth, when 
the latter continues to place tariff ob­
stacles in the way instead of meeting 
the Dominion government’s repeated 
offers of a preference.

The Deakin government pretended it 
was at one time anxious for a trade 
arrangement with Canada, but instead 
of meeting Canada's advances seriously 
it has not only left Canada out of its 
preferential li«t, but has raised the 
tariff against the Dominion.
