HEAVY SOUTH AFRICAN CLAIM.
London, Nov. 22^—A dispatch to the 

Daily News from Pretoria says:
It is understood here that the award 

of the Berne tribunal in the Delagoa 
Bay case is in favor of the McMurdo 
claim for a sum under £2,000,000, and 
that Portugal has completed arrange­
ments for a settlement. The Delagoa 
Bay Company arbitration, to give it its 
full title, is an outcome of the negotia­
tions between Great Britain and Por­
tugal as to the action of the latter to 
East Africa. The company claimed 
compensation for the seizure of it» line 
by Portugal on June 29, 1889. The
case also involved t)ie interest of Col. 
McMurdo. The matter was referred to 
Joseph Blazzi, vice-president of the 
Swiss Federal Tribunal; Chas. Soldan, 
president of the council of state in the 
Canton Devand; and Andrew Henssler, 
professor of law at Bale University, 
the government of Portugal having pre­
sented a counter claim. To this the 

, company sent a reply - and the >-govern­
ment of Portugal made a rejoinder. 
There the -matter rested for years, 
nothing apparently being done. Last 
July, in the house of lords, the Marquis 
of Salisbury, replying to the Earl of 
Mayo, said the delay in the awards 
was most extraordinary, and 
that he feared the arbitration 
emulate the delays of the court of 
chancery.
