But since the 
death of Li the rioters have grown fear­
fully audacious and the superintendent 
of police at the Jeho has had to apply 
to General Ma Yu-kun for reinforce­
ments.

20 battalions of his troops to help put 
down the rebels, and has telegraphed to 
Viceroy Yuan Shih-kai to sanction his 
proposal.

picked up on the beach south of Cape 
Flattery Friday morning. The news 
was taken to Port Townsend from Neah 
Ray by the steamer Alice Gertrude. 
From a description of the bodies given 
to the Indian agent at Neah Bay, it is 
supposed that they belong to the missing 
collier Matteawan. Parties have left 
for Neah Bay for the purpose of identi­
fying the bodies and definite information 
concerning them is expected in a day 
or two.

The news brought by the Gertrude 
was to the effect that a short distance 
from . where the medicine chest and 
other wreckage marked “Matteawan” 
was found, the Indians recently discov­
ered two bodies in a fair state of pres­
ervation, attired in the garb usually 
worn by sailors on steamers. It is gen­
erally believed that the investigation 
now being made by the Indian agency 
officials at Neah Bay will result in find­
ing something on the bodies by which 
they will be identified. Any scrap of 
paper that will give the name of the 
dead will prove conclusively the fate of 
the Matteawan, for every other vessel 
in the storm has arrived.

There is a bare possibility that the re­
mains may be of the unfortunate six 
from the British bark Pinmore, who 
were drowned while attempting to reach 
shore from their then supposed sinking 
vessel, but people aware of the set of 
the current say it is hardly probable that 
the Pinmore’s unfortunates would be 
washed so far up the coast before com­
ing ashore.

ground as would bury .them. Mayo 
creek enters .the MeQuesten. over a hun­
dred miles from its month, and is in it­
self a large and long stream. Not that 
much has been thought of it by the few 
prospectors that penetrated as far as the 
mouth of it, and little or nothinsr was 
even known of it but its name. Now it 
would appear that for years a bunch of 
Swedes has been1 working up there in 
that desolate region, and feared to re­
cord their holdings for fear of precipitat­
ing a stampede. For years the creek 
has been worked "without a claim being 
recorded at all. the discoverers depend­
ing for their protection on their opera­
tions being unknown. And unknown 
ih.ey have remained until now that the 
biggest stampede in the country has ef- 
fectnally dissipated all secrecy and left 
the Swedes without even a habitation.

“Said one of the stnmpeders to a re­
porter: ‘We found towards the head of 
the crenk 1.000 feet of flume, and piles 
of ready sawn lumber, showing that 
some one was intending to do more work 
next summer. We found three cabins 
with their owners gone. That the cab­
ins were not deserted was apparent from 
the grub and other supplies we found 
there. We found dump after dump that 
had been washed, the ground being shal­
low and particularly suitable for sum- 

rs- mer work. Those who seem to know 
Worlock. more about the case than the bulk of 

the stamneders say that the Swedes 
feeling absolutely secure ii, the wilder­
ness of the head waters of these un­
known streams, had neglected to record 
that, they might preserve the creek for 
their friends, and that they all went 
outside to get them. At snv rate we 
found neither stakes nor people, and 
no discovery claim has been reeorded 
there, we had to start in and make one 
frr ourselves. Then we staked one 
after another, leaving not an inch of th" 
ground for the Swedes when they shall 
return. Yon see it is impossible to lenvn 
the ground open for anyone that is not 
there. Had tb© men been there T hav» 
no doubt, they would have been allowed 
their pick of anything on the nreek. Bnt 
as th°y were not to be found, w© all 
ft.shf'd as ne tr the discovery ns we 
could get. and then we acmriçd foi- Bar- 
low. where w© *had to record. The re­
cording was ail done orderly and in pro­
per form, and -manv returned to the 
creek to work this winter.

$120,000. we should exceed that of the pro­
posed Iron bridge by about $25,000, the In­
terest and sinking fund on which would her 
About $1,200 per annum—or about tne coat 
of the maintenance of the cheaper Iron 
structure. Thus, over the period of fifty 
years the iron structure would cost the 
ratepayers the same net sum per annum as 
the stone bridge. The problem to which I 
beg to direct your careful attention is, 
which is the best In the real interests of 
the city of Victoria?

I would respectfully suggest that, by 
way of getting the verdict of the ratepay­
ers, a by-law be submitted to them author­
izing an extra sum of $25,000 for the pur­
pose of securing a stone bridge across the 
Arm at Point Ellice. If this should be de­
feated, you have the vote for the steel 
bridge and could proceed accordingly; but 
I would suggest, with every deference, that 
no further steps be taken In the * matter 
until the question is decided by the rate­
payers themselves.
