Our ex-Governor General Rottan-
egged.

Loxpox, Oct. 25.—It is ‘now evident
that the parlimentaiy campaign will not
pass off without serions rioting in many
quarters, as party feeling, which already
runs high, daly grows mora bitter. The
Marquis of Loine, liberal candidate fer
Hampstead, went down to Brantio=d,
seven miles west of London, to deliver a
camnpaign speech. While addressing the
electors a mob assaulted him with rotten
eggs, and some gaining the platform
smashed his hat over hi# head. « The sup-
porters of the Marquis rushed to his rescae
and a fight ensued. Thenoble lord now
became so thoroughly frightened that he
hastily depacied from the scene and ran
through the streets in a drenching rain to
the railway station and immediately de-
parted for London. Meanwhile the row
continued. 7'he supporiers of the Mar-
quis were being severely handled, and be-
coming discouraged at the desertion by
thewr champion, they finally reireated,
leaving the contestants masters of the field.
The latter then seized the platform and
passed resolutions condemning the policy
of the Liberals. When the Queen’s soc-
in-law made his appearance as a Liberal
canditate for Hampstead it occasioned con-
siderable surprise, and when he put for-
ward in his address advanced radical
opinions the surprise greatly increased.
He adopted Chamberlain’s programme of
free education, and advocated immediate
disestablishment in Scotland. He cham-
pioned the principles of free land league,
and with a view to the encouragement of
a subdivision of the land, suggested that
the sales of large estates en bloc should
be subject to a heavy taxation, while the
sales of land to be divided into smaller
lots should be left duty free. As to the
House of Lords, he hardly went so far as
the Hampstead radicals desired, being of
the opinion that the veperable institution
might be amended by the infusion of
elected members. He favored the ex-
tension of local self-government in Ire-

land.

The Fresent State of Eansilage.

The process of ensilage has been going
through a state of evolution, gradually
improving and perfecting itself through
more complete experience. The first stagze
was to take whole cornstalks, place them
in a trench and cover them with a heap of
earth. This was not satisfactory on ac-
count of the rough and wasteful process,
and soon gave way to the use of permauent
stone orbrick silos instead of ordinacy
trenctes. Then stone was used instead of
earth for covering and ‘n time the fodder

, wascut in small slices and so pressed

down into the silo. In course of time as
the chemical nature of the process was
better understood, it was found that the
acidihcation of the ensilage could be
avoided and the fodder be prescrved
sweet. This was effected by leaving cut
fodder in the silo exposed to the air as
the silo was slowly filled until it reached
140 degrees or more, a heat which made
it unbearable to the hand. At this tem-
perature the germs of acidification or
fcmentation were all killed, and as soen
as the heat reached a maximum, the pres-

Riel's Case.

A London despatch of 22nd says the
tee of toe Privy Council to day
gave their ision in the appeal case of
Louis Riel, atiizming his conviction, hold-
ing that the Canadia1Coust in the first
instznce hed ju cdiciioa of treason; that
fixx men on the jury we.e svdficient; that
shoi.haud notes were lawful reports of
procred’'ags and that subsiantial justice
had besn done to Rie'.”

A Toronto despatch of 23rd says,—The
Globe's Ottawa special e2ys at the cabinet
meeting yesterday ai‘erncon, it was de-.
eided to postpoae Riel's execution until
11th Novembe:.

Another special says: ‘The Fiench
Canadians he.e still express confidence
that Riel will not be hanged. They base
their hopes on the recommeadation to
meicy o the Peziua jury and the in-
fluence of the Quebe : ministers.”

The mail referzing to the decision of
the Privy Counc’l, says: *‘The only plea
now left to Rie’’s friends is the one of in-
ganity, but the jury, which, under our
sysiem, is the sole judge of such ques-
ticns, could not be convined that the pris-
onerdid not know that he was doing
wrong. On the contrary their verdict of
‘guilty’ implied that they found him a
free and responsible agent, who had
broken thelaw. As it is not the prosince
of the executive to review the finding of
juries on a question of fact, unless new
evidence has, in the meantime, come to
light (and it is not pretended that such a
thing has happened), it follows that the
verdict cannot now be challenged on the
ground of the prisomer’s insanity, and we
presume that the sentence of the court
will be carried out, aud Riel executed for
his crime.” .

The Globe says: “Iv now remains with
Sir John Macdonald to say whether or
not the sentence shall be carried out on
November 11th, the day to which the
criminal was respited after the news of
the Privy Council decision reazhed the
government.”

Even the papers that have writ-
ten those a:ticles in favor of Riel have
since gone back on them and placed the
facts in the proper hight before their
readers,”

Small-2ex At River Du Loup.

L1ver pu Love, Oct. 19.—The barquen-
tine Venice, Captain Hill, arrived here
from Montreal, on Saturday with sickness
on board. It appears that when the ves-
sel cleared at Montreal, some four or five
days ago, tue captain engaged one seaman
who took sick shortly after leaving port.
The captain put into this port to get med-
ical aid. The do:tor pronounced it a bad
case of small-pox and the health authori-
ties have refused to comply with the cap-
tain’s request to land the sick seaman and
proceed on his voyage. A steam tug had
been telegraphed for and it is stated to-
nizht that the vessel will be sent to quar-
antine at Grosse Isle, about twenty miles
below Quebec.
