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INVERNESS UNIONIST.

The Liberals Lose a Seat Through Pr.
MecGregor’s Resignation.

Lord Rosebery Hints at His Coming Retire-
ment—Poor Prospects for Liberal Success
at the Coming Eleetions.

Inverness, Scotland, June 15.— The
result of the polling on Thursday last
for a member of parliament to repre-
sent Invernessshire, in succession to
Dr. Donald McGregor, liberdl, who
resigned his seat on account of dis-
satisfaction with the government's
course respecting the crofter bill, was
made known today. Mr. Balllle of
Dochefour, the unionist candidate, has
been declared elected, defeating Dr.
MoRae of Balallan, the organizing sec-
retary of the Highland land league,
who was the crofter candidate.. This
is a gain of another seat for the con-
servatives. The delay in announcing
the result of this election was due to
the remoteness of some of the polls.

London, June 15.—The result of the
Inverness-shire election, which ‘was
made necessary by the resignation of
Dr.: MacGregor, i8 a severe blow to
the government. Even if the liberal
candidate, Dr. McRae, had been elect-
ed, the government would have been
uncertain of his vote.. He is a crofter
advocate, and a pure Celt. He was
sent to London on a land deéputation
to see Sir Willlam Vernon Harcourt,
the chancellor of the exchequer, Whp
thinks the crofter question a nuisance.
Sir Willlam used rough language to
the ‘deputation, whereupon Dr. McRae
said: “You should not swear at the
Highlanders. Moreover, there are
others who can swear as well as you.
Tam your govermment and tam your
bills, Harcourt.”

Sir William was dumbfounded for a
moment, but, recovering from his
emazement, laugheg heartily at the
outbreak of the Highland delegate.

Many have been the assertions and
denials that Prime Minister Rosebery
‘was anxious to lay down the cares of
office, but the first authoritative state-
ment was made yesterday, when Lord
Rosebery 'himself confessed in a speech
in the Clerkenwell district both his
desire to retire from the premiership
and that the time was near when the
government would bé overthrownm. He
said that among the many castles in
the ‘air in which he indulged was cne
for ‘the day when he should he released
from his post. This day, he added,
‘'was not remote, though iis nearness
might be overestimated. This utter-
ance coincides with what a cabinet
minister remarked about his personal
arrangements. He said: “I am mak-
ing preparations for a long rest from
official work after parliament rises. I
intend to take a long absence from
England, and shall have time to re-
‘turn to my old studies.’
| The same feeling. of conviction of
ithe. collapse. of. the party iy the com-
ing elections pervades the liberals.
Unless some thought, such as the po-
litical resurrection of Mr. Giadstore,
should reapimate the party they will
enter the campaign so dispirited that
their defeat will be an overwhelming
disaster. The present position of the
party is so critical “hat every bye-
election has become monotonous.

New York, June 16.—A special cable
to the Sun from London says: The gov-
ernment has introduced into the house
of lords the promised bill dealing with
inebriates, and the provisions of this
measure are sufficiently drastic to
make sinners tremble. Power is given
not only to the high court of justice,
but to the county courts, to commit a
person to an inebriate asylum for a
term of six months to two years, upon
the application of a relative or friend,
supported by evidence, and the ex-
pression ‘“habitual drunkard’’ is ex-
tended to include any person who is
rendered dangerous to himself or
others, or incapable of managing him-
gelf or his affairs, through habitual
use of opium or any other drug. Even
these powers are not sufficient for ex-
treme temperance reformers, who urge
that the backslider shpuld be dealt
with earlier in his downward course.
They propose, therefore, to extend the
definition of “habitual drunkard” so
as to include any man convicted of
drunkenness thrice within two years.
As this would hit hard a good many
otherwise reputable people, it will be
strenuously opposed, but the govern-
ment bill itself appears to receive gen-
eral approval, and will almost certain-
1y become a law at this session should
time permit.

The government defeat in the house
of commons last night, on a trumpety
amendment in the supply bill, moved
by one of its own supporters, is de-
scribed as without political import-
ance, but it is full of significance as
to the state of disorganization, dis-
couragement and  lack of discipline
into which the great liberal party has
drifted on the supply bill when their
followers have confidence in them,and
their confidence is reciprocated by the
leaders. The indications are that the
downfall of the present ministry will
result from a similar defeat in com-
mittee on the liquor bill, and the fear
of that explains the reluctance of the
government to hurry on with that
measure.

Last night witnessed am event the
political  importance of which cannot
be denied, and which gives formal and
public confirmation to the predictions
made in this correspondence. The
Duke of Devonshire and Joseph Cham-
berlain, leaders of the liberal-umon-
ist party, were entertained at a ban-
quet by the chief tory wire-pullers,
and it was announced that they would
take office in the next tory govern-
ment, As far as the duke is con-
cerned, this is natural amd inevitable
and long foreseem, but Mr. Chamber-
lain has struggled and fought to re-
tain his personal independence, and
the separatie existence of his party.
His decision now demonistrates his be-
lief that in ‘the coming general elec-
tion the liberal-unionist party will
oceage to exist, except in Birmingham
and & few midland towns, where his
personal influence is still paramount.
He has been nine years without the
sweets of office, and had he not de-
cided to chain himself to the tory car
he would find himself permanently ex-
cluded from power. Lord Salisbury and
Mr. Balfour and the irresistible course

The . bankruptcy court has made a
cecelving order against William O’-
Brien, whose martyrdom is therefore
complete, . He has ceased to be -a
member of parliament, and in due
course of law his seat for Cork will
be declared vacant. The prospect s
far from pleasing to the govermment,
because a hot election fight in Cork
means the absence of a few of their
nationalist allles from Westminster,
with conséquent loss of votes, because
the tories refuse to pair with them.
It is presumed, therefore, that the is-
sue of the writ will be delayed as long
as possible, ‘thus postponing the most
interesting electoral struggle in Ire-
land since Mr. Parnell contested Xil-
kenny and had lime thrown in his
eyes. Cork is not likely to be behind
Kilkenny in this respect. Its honest
citizens are spoiling for a fight, and
it seems a pity to defer their happi-
ness in deference to paltry considera~
tions of political expediency.

CUT FROM GROIN TO NECK.

Schlect Doesn’t Mind the Removal of
Parts of Lung, Diaphragm and
Pericardial Sac.

New York, June 17,—Andrew Sch-
lecht, .& middle aged engineer, who
‘lives at No. 32 Nassau street, Newark,
N. J., is rapidly recovering at his
home fromx a series of remarkable
surgical operations, the last of which
was performed in the Alexian hos-
pital, in Elizabeth, about six weeks
ago. . The operating surgeon was Dr.
Augustus F. Wendel of No 248 Little~
ton avenue, Newark, who is chief of
the hospital staff, and who had the
assistance of the entire staff. The op-
erations were highly successful and,
will be made ‘the subjéect of a technical
paper for the benefit of the surgical
and medical world. Schlecht is minus
a portion of his breast bone. *7 -~ great-
er portion of five of his ribs, a.part of
his left Iung, a part of the pericardial
sac and a_ section of the diaphragm,
but he doesn’t seem to miss any of
them. He left the hospital in Eliza-
beth on Tuesday, June 4, and went to
his home in Newark. .

Hé walks about, eats and sleeps well,
and is in no way inconvenienced by
the great indentations and scars left
in his body :from his groin to his col-
lar bone by Surgeon Wendel’s knife.

IO REMOVE A TUMOR.

Schiecht’'s trouble was caused hy
what is mmm as a. 2areéo-
matous tumor, it ternally from
the ribs, ‘and when removed was found
to be of large growth and to weigh
several pounds; Because of the man-
ner of its growth it became necessary
for the siirgeofi to remove almost 'the
entiréchest wall on the left side of the
patient’s body. The nicety of the op-
eration, however, and that part which
is of a phenomenal nature, was in the
successful 'removal of a portion of

cardial ‘Sdc, or heart covering, and a
part ‘of the diaphragm. The later is
the musclé which separates the two.
great cavities of the body, the chest.
and thé abdomen, and it is said that
the successful removal of this muscle
or any part of it has never before besn
recorded in surgery. !

To remove the diaphragm means to

cavities together, and unless they are
kept apart a fatal form of herniw is
certain to result. Here, perhaps, the
greatest skill was developed in this re-
markable ‘case, for the deficlency
caused by the removal of part of the
diaphragm wds supplied by Surgéon
Wendel from its remaining part and
what was left of the pericardial sac,
and the cavities are now separated as
well as before.

SEWED INSIDE AND OUTSIDE.

Dozens of stitches were put into
Schlecht’s body on the inside to ac-
complish this, and the incisions in: the
outer flesh of the body were ‘closed
with dozens more, but the patient suf-
fers no inconvenience. Two operations
were performed in his home, and the
third end most recent in the Bliza-
beth hospital, the latter being on the
loWwer portion of the body and of &
mere plastic nature, having really no
bearing upon the wonderful work done
in the chest cavity.

“I'sat up in bed and got out of bed
before I really began to heal up, I
guess,” sald Schlecht to me yesterday,,
“and Dr. Wendel and the others zot
angry at me. I couldn’t he'lp it, though,
because I am not used to lying in bed
so long. I dow't suppose it was just
right, and they told me it would spoil
the operation and myself, too, but I
didn’t do either, it seems. My strong
constitution probably helped me
through. I can’t tell exactly what they
did to me with the knife, but I guess
they carved me up pretty well inside
and out.”

BELONGED TO FREDERICTON.
The Mystery Surrounding the Death
of Miss Gaynor Cleared up.

Boston, Juné 19.—The mystery sur-
rounding the death of Miss Lizzie
Gaynor, whose body was found on the
kitchen floor of the house No 411 Co-
lumbus avenue, this city, on the night
of June 17th, was cleared up today by
Medical Examiner Draper. In his
opinion, death resulted from alcohol-
ism. Miss Gaynor was a friend of
Mrs. Whitmore, who occupied the
house and Dr. Draper’s verdict was
a surprise to her. Miss Gaynor fell
through a skylight a few weeks ago,
and had been in the hospital. Her
home is in Fredericton, N. B., which
city she left about a year ago. Mrs.
Whitemore left tonight for New Bruns-
wick with the body.

A Tour Through Northumberland Co.
by Instructor Alward.

The New Brunswick Travelling
Dairy operated by A. Alward, dairy
instructor, for the provincial govern-
ment, has been making a tour through
Northumberland county. Dairy meet-
ings were held at Bay du Vin, Little
Branch, Black River, Lower Napan,
Douglasstown, Red Bank, and Little-
ton, on the Little South West Mira~
michi, which were well attended by
the farmers and their families. At
some of these places the people are
talking quite seriously of organizing
co-operative dairy companies, and at
others they are wishing for experi-
enced cheese makers to come and start
factories. The present small demand
and low prices for home-made butter
of ordinary quality, as compared withi
the creamery product, has a tendency;
to convince the farmers of the neces-
sity of adopting the fmproved me-
thods in connection with their pri-
vate dairies, and where praeticabld
to organize under the factory system,
so as to be better able to compete
with the more advanced sections of
the province.

There are many new, and comparas
tively small settlements in the county;
yet to visit, where cheese and butten
factories cannot be expected to suc-/
ceed for some little time yet, or until
they become more thickly settled, and®
the’ people better educated in the me-
thods of farming and dairy work. Im
such' localities the working of the tra-
velling dairy and the giving of prac-
tical lessons in dairy and mixed farmr-
ing appears to be very beneficial, and
much appreciated by the people, es-
peclally when visited by a practical
farmer of their own province. The
hay and other crops in the places vis-
fted appear to be well advanced for
the season, but now are suffering om
account of the extreme dry weather.
