“Iron by electricity” is the latest re-
port submitted by experts to the gov-
ernment.” Dr. Haanel’'s statement is
only preliminary, but if it is true, it
means a great deal. It covers observ-
ations of the‘commission appointed to
investigate in Europe the manufac-
ture of pig iron by the electric pro-
cess. The process costs, says Dr.
EHaane]l, approximately $10.60 per ton
to produce the pig iron by the process
at Livet, France. The result was
achieved in furnaces mnot specially
edapted for the werk, and plants spe-
clally designed for the operation would
doubtless give much better results.
The report sets out the following facts:

At Gysang, Sweden, steel of superior
quality s made by a smelting together
of charcoal, pig and scrap in an elec-
tric furnace of the induction type, that
is a furnace with electrodes. This
process corresponds to the crucible
steel process, but it has advantages
over the latter in that the melted ma~
terials at no time during the operation
are exposed to gases, some of which
when absorbed deleteriously affect the
quality " of -the product. The furnace
worked quietly and regularly, produc-
ing on an.average four tons+of stee] in
24 hours. Tapping occurréd every six
hours. The cost at the rate.of $10 per
electric horse power a year would be
$1.16 per ton of product, At Laprach,
France, steel is-also made from melt
a4 scrap, on & slightly different and

more perfect process than that em-
ployed in Sweden, the product being
of a better type and cost somewhat
lower. ! :

The most Important experiments
witnessed by the commission were
those made at Livet, when some 60 tons
of iron ore were used to demonstrate
the econemic production of pig iron by
the electric, process. The furnace em-
ployed was of the resistance type and
9onsisted of two fron casings of square
“Cross section, forming two shafts com-
municating with each other at their
lower end by means of a lateral canal.
The base of each shaft was formed by
a carbon block, these blocks being in
electric communication on the exterlor
of the furnace by means of copper
bars. The carbon electrodes to which
the electric current was distributed
passed two-thirds of their length into
the shaft. The different classes of pig
iron were obtained without; difficulty,
and the furnaces throughout the ex-
periment avorked  withoutraceident. A
number of castiiigs,: such as columns,
pulleys, g'é’ar wheels, etc.,, were made

The militia report for 1903 has been
laid on the table- of the house. Its
most important feature is the report
of Lord Dundonald, the general officer
commanding. Lord "Dundonald ex-
plains the plan of increasing the militia
to 100,000 men as the first line of de-
fence, with provision for enrolling an-
other 10,000 as a second line. Passing
on, the commander says:

“I will now refer to the training of
the whole force in all/its ranks. Last
year I drew up the following plan, and
in doing 'so I had two considerations
in view: one, that even a moderate
scheme for the defence of this country
must:be based on the fact that a con-
siderable -force will be required; the
other, that ;g,'fhe cost of bringing the
whole enlisted personnel at once to a
high standard of efficiency is more
than the people are willing to under-
take at the present time, so my aim
has been to give the largest possible
preparation for war at the least pos-
sible immediate outlay. The main idea
is, that a-~few in every unit shall be
thoroughly versed in the art of war
through instruction given at the cen-
tralscamp by the best men of every
arm in Canada; that a larger number
shall be fairly instructed by the better
taught and more capable few above
named, who would go straight from
the central camp to district camps, and
that finally, on the alarm sounding,
the whole ‘skeleton’ thus constructed
shall be clothed with ‘flesh and blcod’
by the addition of men who can shoot
fairly well and have some slight know-
ledge of a soldier’s work and duties—
that knowledge being acqjuired partly
in the ranks and partly through asso-
ciation with their company headquar-
ters, its lectures, and its library. Such
a force, on'taking the field, should be
able in a short time to develop the
necegsary cohesion in discipline and
handiness to enable it to perform its
duties satisfactorily. It would provide
the country with-a larger nucleus:of
trained men than now, exists, and it
would have great advantage over ‘the
present system in producing a largde
fleld army. It has been repeatedly
demonstrated, and never more clearly
than in the late war in South’ Africa,
that "quite raw troops can be turned
into efficient and trustworthy soldiers
in a very short time, provided they
are gifted with the right soldierly
qualities, and have good and experi-
enced officers and non-commissioned
officers and a small proporticn of train-
ed privates to stiffen the ranks and
enable the others to pick up their work
by, constant example and imitation, If,
In7addition, the mass is composed of
8004 rifle shots a very formidable body
of men can’soon'be placed in the field.

“But without good leaders and a
nucleusjof trained-men, this result can
only be obtainedYfafter long and pain-
ful, probation and sad experience. In
war, as.in everything else, the blind
can lead}ithe blind only to destruction.
If all¥men are equally ignorant and
the leaders are incapable, mutual dis-
trust, unsteadiness, want of discipline,
and panic.are inevitable, in the first
serious action. ;

““Of course the proposed system, like
every other system, depends on the
quality of those who undertake the
training, on the personal element in
fact. It is therefore of the first im-
portance that the selection of officers

snd non-commissioned officers; for the

impertant duty of training shall be
subject to the closest scrutiny, that
appointments of a permanent.nature
shall be probationary, and that only
those who have-proved their fitness
shall be confirmed in their appoint-
ments.”

AGED CALAIS SHIPBUILDER,

Death of Wm. H. Hinds l‘.ongv' Identi-
fied With the Industry on
St. Croix.

CALATS, Me., May 14—At the ripe age
of 91 years and eight months, Willlam
Hillman Hinds, who for nearly three-
quarters of a century was identified
with the shipbuilding industry on the
St. Croix, passed peacefully away on
Thursday evening at his home on Main
street. He was a man who was high-
ly esteemed for his sterling integrity
and a citizen of whom Calais was just-
ly proud.

Willlam Hillman Hinds was the son
of Owen Hindd of Middleboro, Mass.,
and was born at Livermore, this state,
Sept. 12, 1812, He came of good old
Mayflower stock and was a direct de-
scendaat of Elder Ebenezer Hinds, who
was the first preacher of the Orthodox
faith in Boston. Mr. Hinds left school
at an early age and entered the employ
of his father, who established a ship-
yvard at Hallowell. In 1830, when the
busina2ss of shipbuilding was being car-
ried on extensively at the Ledge, on
the New Brunswick side of the river,
and when that now almost deserted
place was a veritable hive of industry
came Mr. Hinds with his parents, and
the business of building ships was em-

barked in by the subject of this sketch, |

who was but 18 years of age, and
there he remained for 20 years during
which time many good _sized vessels
were built, his first launched being the
ship Scoodic of 1,000 tons, which was
followed later by the Break of Day,
2,000 tons, and by many others of
greater and lesser tonnage, in a num-~-
ber of which he held a financial inter-
est. s s
He was united in marriage with Mary
Hill, a ddughter of Willlam Hill of St.
ftephen, and by her had two sonsfand
three daughters. In 1850 Mr. Hinds
came to Calais and entered into busi-
ness heére, being successful for many.
years,iretiring in the ’80s from active

'bund__ing operations and until within a

recent period . carried on the work of
repairing vessels at the Hinds railway,
so called, being associated with his son
George, who a few years ago, removed
to lacksonville, Florida, ;

Mr, Hinds contin€ud to have an over-
sight of all the'work carried on at his
railway until failing health® compelled
him to retire, but, his: mind was clear
and he would talk interestingly with
his callers of early days on the St.
Croix and of personal experiences dur-
ing his long residence here. He was
an acknowledged'authority on all mat-
‘ters pertaining to”the shipping.trade
and possessed a fund of valuable'know-
ledge which wa& alWways at the disposi-
tion of his friends “Whom he number-
ed by the score. He was a staunch
Congragationalist, the 'faith of his fath-
ers, and the funeral which was held at
2,30 Saturday afternoon, was conduct-
ed by Rev. C. G. McGulley of the church
here.

The balance of the afternoon was
devoted to discussing opposition am-
endmentg to the G. T. P, deal, the min-
ister of Jjustice accepting several
changes in tHe text, but declining to
accept any affecting the principle of
the sale of Canada to Hays and Sir
Rivers-Wilson.

In the course of thig afternoon’s ‘de-
bate, Borden of Halifax put in a plea
for the employment of  Canadians in
preference to Unitédi: States engineers
In the surveys of the G. T. P. line, and
urged if the complaints of the engin-
eers were well founded,-that Canada’s
alien labor law should be properly en-
forced.

Laurier, in reply, quoted Hays to the
effect that less than!threesper cent, of
the survey staff were American citi-
zens.

Sir William Mulock attempted. to
explain that the government had done
its best to have Canadlans employed
on the Grand Trunk Pacific railway
survey and would insist on American
engineers being ruled out, but he made
a lame fist of it, Cbl. Sam Hughes and
Mr. Clarke of Toronto showing that
Mr. Hays had filled every chief posi-
tion with his Yankee associates,

Clarke gave mames, and dates of
appointment to back up his statement
and challenged the minister to deny a
single appointment he had named. In
the meantime Canadian engineers are
out of work and cannot get a job from
the Grand Trunk at any prige. Clarke’s
speech made a telling impression on
both sides of the house, it being back-
ed up by solid documentary evidence.
Not even a liberal heeler dared inter-
rupt bine

Cearke continued his masterly speech
at some length, making Mulock, min-
ister of labor, pass some uncomfort-
able hours. On behalf of Canadian
labor, Clarke made a ‘most powerful
arraignment of the minister, who is
juggling with the question. Flouted
and ignored by Mr. Hays and the
Grand Trunk, the minister now admits
that Mr. Griffin is here as a delegate
of the Canadian engineers to .protest
against the employment of American
engineers at the expense of our own
people. Mr. Clarke charged the min-
ister with gross neglect of “anadian
brains, education and intelligence.

Debate was continued by Colonel
Hughes and Hon., Mr. Fielding, the
former showing by figures that Ameri-
cans had been employed in all promi-
nent positions and that Canadians
were only employed as hewers of wood
and drawers of water.

Ralph Smith, labor member for Van-
couver, endorsed the idea that only
Canadian labor should be employed in
Canadian works, unless better men
can be got across the line or from
England, but then only to a small de-
gree:

The WJebate was continued at mid-
night by Mr. Clancy, who was followed
by Sir Hibbert Tupper in a vigorous
and exhaustive speech, his first of the
session.

The debate was continued by Ken-
dall of Cape Breton, Oliver and others.
Clarke of Toronto, replying to Oliver,
said "his policy was to give work to
Canadians and enforce the alien labor
law against foreign engineers and em-
ployes,

The house adjourned at 12.35 a. m.,
on motion of Fielding, till Monday.

EXPLOSION AT ST. GEORGE’S

Gave the People a Very Bad Fright

The following is a more detailed ac-
count of the explosion of naphtha in St.
George’s harbor, Bermudn, concerning
which a paragraph appeared in the
Sun two days ago. The  information
was received by Rev. R. Mathers,
whose daughter, Mrs, Tucker Chap-
man, is at St. George’s :

On the night "of Wednesday, 27th
April, a vessel laden witih naphtha took
fire in the harbor of St. George’s, Ber-
muda.

A wooden vessel bound to France
with 4,000 barrels of naphtha on board,
put into St. George’s some months ago,

leaking so badly that the cargo had|
to be transferred to a hulk, an old|

man-of-war lying, in the harbor, pend-
ing the arrival of another vessel, A
watchman was put on the hulk, but
no fire nor light of any kind was al-
lowed on board.

All went well until a fine iron ves-
sel from Norway came to take away
the naphtha. Three thousand five hun-
dred barrels had been safely transfer-
red, when at 8.30 Wednesday evening,
27th ult., a man came running up from
below to say that the ship was on fire.
The crew had just turned in, but im-
mediately jumped overboard in their
night clothes, and swam to a small is-
land, from which they were rescued,
no one heing injured, except the cap-
tain, who received some bruises while
trying to rescue a favorite cat. The
burning vessel was like a volcano and
presented a magnificent spectacle. At
10.30 the 500 barrels on board the hulk
exploded without a moment’s warning,
and with terrific violence., Whole bar-
rels were shot up into the air and had
the hulk been of wood, the conse-
quences would have been disastrous,
as the whole harbor would have been
a sea of fire.

The escape from injury was mira-
culous, as a number of small boats
