Ganoxx Hixra~—An experience of more
than & gquarter of s century in garden
management, -has taught me some things
whidh I should have found it profitabls to
hare known as & beginner, and in the hope
of helping others I wil refer lo some poiuts
of importance.

All quicks mtluruy crope require much
richer soil and better cultivation than
those that are loger in watarijog. Late
peas, like Champion of Englany, or Mar
rowfut, will yield'a profitable orop\qe m
erately rich fand without manure, but the
kinds that mature early in May must be
furnished an abundance of plput food in
such & form as to be at ence aviiliable. The
same ia true of most, if not ail'cropa: the
shorter the time in whigh they mature,the
better chance they shodld have.

In all ¢rops that come up thick and re-
quire to be thinned, every day's neglecy
after the plants are large enough to be
thinned, reduces the yield of the orop.
Beets, carrots, ndnheu, lettuce, parsnips;
and all such crops, should be thinned a8
soon aa'you can get hold of them with
thumb and finger. In planting earl:
toes, some days may be gained by p{anhn;
the seed and spreading it in & warm room
until it callonees ard the buds begin to
start ; and to Avolg dange r oereumg. the
seed should be ocrowded down into the bot-
tom of the farrow by stepping on it and
covered with two inchea of partly rotted
manure before the earth is puton. Plant-
ed in this way, mercury may fall to 10
deg. for a single night without injuring
them.—W, F. ﬁ «» in Viek's Magazine.

Cooping, l‘ndh. and oare of Peultry.

The best mode of setting hens is to sink

darrel on its side one-third into the
gmund filled up with earth even with the
earth on the outside, using a small quantity
of hay to form the nest, eapecially in early
spring. This will prevent the cold air
from reaching the eggs through the bay
from the under side, and chilling them.
while the earth in the barrel becomes heat-
ed by the hen,which incresses your chances
for an early breed. Place one of the
chicken-coops described, in front of the

rel, and by the means of & slide~door
admit the hen to and from the nest, The
coop becomes a feeding aud dusting yard
for her while sitting, dod a home for her
and her bropd when batched, bﬂadn.pn-
venting her from deserting her egg-
the season approaches June an July,
pour into the barrel, before putting in the
earth, a half: rmlml of watter, e heat
of the hen will draw the moisture up and
prevent too rapid evaporation in the "eggs,
and secure for you a better hateh.

By setting an even number of hens at a
time, and doubling up the. broods, you can
reset the bens thus released (which gener

ally do better the second time), by which

means you can secure 18 clutehes of
chickens from 12 incubating hens, which
will produce as a rale: about 100 to 110
marketable chickens. The overplus will
make good the casualties.

Hatching ahd rearing the chickens away
from your fowl-houses pelenses them from,
and prevents the incubation of, millions of
lice, which are generalfy produced by set-
nnn the hens where lhl’y are in the habit
laying.
