CANADIANG: FOR
BAITISH GABINET

London, Dec. 8—“Tenacily Is the
word which most adequately sums
up the character of Bonar Law,” sald
a Canadian who sits at Westminster,
“and it is this characteristic which
has aroused the wonderful enthusiasm
among the Conservatives and the faith
that his leadership will bring the party
from opposition to office.

“The ' new appointment bears a
much deeper significance, I believe it
presages that Canadians will have a
much bigger sphere of influence in the
British Parliament and that it will at-
tract to politics here Canadian men
of lelsure and wealth who will worth-
ily represent the Dominion in the mo-
ther of parliaments.”

Canadians Good Fighters,
This opinion is shared by many
prominent Canadians here and gives
cause for the liveliest eatisfaction,
The House of Comons has received
an accession of strengih in the num-
ber of Canadians who have gained
seats there and during the last elec-
tion it was observed that they bore
a heavy part of the fight. The most
spectacular event of course was the
daring action of Bondr Law, who left
a safe retreat to invade hostile free
trade territory. Then there was the
unprecedented fight which in a few
weeks made the political reputation
of Sir W. M. Aitken, until then un-
known in political circles. But these
were only outstandifig features which
denoted that Canadians were waging
in politics the same virile fight that
they do in every other arena in which
they strive.

BULLET MAGE OLD
SOLDIER. FORGET
HIS BURED 60LD

The story of an wound received in
the clvil war which sealed the hiding
place of a fortune for more than half
a century and of a strange trick of
fate which cleared the hider's memory
in the evening ef life, was brought to
Los Angeles by the hider's son, J. K.
Anderson, of New Orleans, who is at
the Van Nuys en route to the old
placed mining fields of California.

Anderson’s father joined in the gold
rush and was one of the miners of the
'49 day. He located a claim in Placer
county near Auburn and Newecastle
Within a year he had snatched a for-
tune from the river bottom. Then the
call of the south for:volunteers reach
ed him. He buried the gold beneath
the adobe blocks of 'a tavern in the
vicinity of his claim, strapped all the
precious substance he could carry
about his body and hurried to join the
confederate’ army

Anderson says that his father was
struck in an engagement with the
Union troops by a bullet which {ore
open his scalp and robbed him of his
memory for 060 years. During that
time, the son says, -the . parent was
like a child, with all knowledge of the
hiding place of the gold gone. Before
he dled, a year ago, his memory of
the gold rush returned to him and he
