Customs Receipts for July
Largest Ever Collected in
Single Month—Big Increase

‘ Over Last Year.

Ottawa, July 31.-—Evidence of the
abundant prosperity of the Canadian
people is found in the customs re-
ceipts for the Dominion during the
month of July, which totalled $9,715,-
708, Not only is this the largest
amount ever collected during any
month, but the Increase over the cor-
responding month last year, viz. $3-
018,223 is also a record onue,

With the rapidly increasing re-
turns, the revenue of the Dominion
from customs alone will be over $100,-
000,000 this fiscal year, as the returns
show that for the four months of the
present fiscal year ending today $36,

28 were collected, aun, increase
over the corresponding four months
last year of $10,332,000.
