Bucharest, August 6.—Peace was 
concluded today at a meeting of the 
delegates of Servla, Greece, Monte­
negro, Roumanie and Bulgaria.

The war between the former Balkan 
allies, who had fought shoulder to 
shoulder against Turkey, began July 
1st, when the Servian minister of the 
Interior declared that Servla was at 
war with Bulgaria. On the same day 
Greece also announced that a state of 
war existed, but did not make a form­
al declaration. Roumanla declared 
war on July 10, and moved her troops 
over the Bulgarian frontier to occupy 
the strip of territory from Sillstria 
on tht Danube to Varna, on the Black 
Sea, which she claimed in order to 
re-establish the balance of power in 
the Balkans.

The trouble between the allies 
arose about the difficulty of dividing 
the territory captured by them from 
Turkey in Europe.
