The note recommends the drawing up
of a new Anglo-Chinese agreement
which it makes a condition to the
recognition by Great Britain of the
Chinese Republic.

Ottawa, Aug. 29.—The town of
Frank, Alberta, which lies at the base
of Turtle Mountain, and which was
partially wiped out by a landslide in
1903, causing the death of venty
people, has had another scare. As-a
result, according to word received at
Ottawa, the town is preparing to move
to a new site. some two miles distant
The citizens of Frank have had many
‘warnings of danger. W. R. Brock, di
rector of geological surveys of Can-!|
ada, made an investigation after the|
1903 catastrophe and reported there
was danger of a further slide,

The break in the mountain grew
worse and & second commission con-
sisting of R, A. Daly, W. G. Miller and
George S. Rice, made a further in
quiry, their ‘report being made public
this spring. This commission report-
ed that there was a large fissure in
the mountain and there was danger of
a second disaster of far greater ex-
tent than the first which would wipe
out the whole town.
cil was warned to move but apparently
took no action, As it was a provincial
matter, the Dominion government
could do no more than point out the
danger.

However, in the latter part of July
the mountain sent down another slide,
tearing up trees and throwing down
boulders which caused widespread
consternation, The slide on this oc-
casion confined itself to the course of
the old slide and did no damage be-
yond smashing a few unoccupied
buildings. The town council is at last
bestirring itself and word has been

Canal Act --- Lengthy

Negotiations Probab’e

Washington, Aug. 29.—Although the
State Department will authorize no
statement to that effect, it ig under-
stood here that the administraion will
decline to permit the question of the
right of the United States to relieve
its own shipping from tolls in the Pa
nama Caual, to go to arbitration This
position of government, it is sald,
may not be developed fully for some
time.

While the British protest delivered
yesterday clearly intimated a purpose
to demand an arbitral decision in the
event that a more careful study of the
panama (anal toll act bore out the
impression conveyed by the first read
ing, that it is in violation of the Hay:
Pauncefote Treaty, if the usual cou
in diplomatic exchange is followed,
there must be many arguments and
counter-arguments submitted on both
sides before the resources of diplo
macy would be exhausted, thus war
renting a demand for arbitration.

Britain’s Justlification.

The Briflsh foundation for such” %
demand rests upon the broad basis
of two special treaties between Am-
erica and Great Britain, in addition
to the great general convention cfeat-
ing the Hague Tribunal and binding
all other parties to adjust their dis
putes by Tecourse to its methods. The
first of these treaties, the Hay-
Pauncefote Treaty, in its third article,
declares that there shall .be no dis-
crimination against any of the nations

ng the rules of the canal, and
fourth article asserts that no
change of territorial soverelgnty
shall affect the obligation of America
and Great Britain under the treaty.

The second specia] treaty that was
made between the then secretary, Roo!
and Ambassador Bryce four years ago
binds each country to submit to The
Hague tribunal any difference that
may arise relating to the interpreta-
tion of treaties, provided that “they
do not affect the vital interests, the
independence or the honor” of the
parties. On its face & British demand
for arbitration on such a basis is
generally regarded to be sound and
beyond discussion

Ottawa, Aug. 29 —According to
government returns the importation of
parcotics in Canada has grown heav-
ily in the first four months of the
current fiscal year, The importation
of pure 'gine was 137 ounces as
against 35 ounces on the whole of
Jast year. In the four months 1,933
pounds of crude oplum was brought in.
The total impotation of last year was
5,017 pounds. Powdered opium im-
ports in four months were 144 pounds
as compared with 2 pounds for the
