St. Thomas, D. W. I, Oct. 30.—At an

extraordinary meeting of the colonial coun-
cil at St. Croix, Monday, the vice-chair-
man denounced the statements made by
Mr. A. J. Blackwood, the United States
Consul at St. Croix and chairman of the
c¢olonial council, in an interview printed
in the New York Times Oct. 2th, in
which Mr. Blackwood was quoted as say-
ing the sentiment of the people of the
Danish West Indies is strongly in favor
The vice-chairman said
the allegations made were opposed to the
faots in the case and that Mr. Blackwoud
spoke without the council’s authonty. A
resolution was adopted to cable King
Christan of Denmark ‘“‘submitsively ex-
pressing” the wish of the inhabitants to
continue under the Danish crown and ex-
pressing the belief that annexation to the
United States would be against the wishes
of a majority of the inhabtants. Some of
the members prote-ted against the pass-
age of the resolution, but the vice-chair-
man_overrwed them.

There was a torchlight procession Mon-
day night,styled ‘““I'he people’s protest.” A
very large and orderly crowd, headed by
a band of music, marched through the
town. The houses were decorated with
Danish flags and the processioists dis-
persed cheering for Denmark.

Does a Moving Train Carry Along an
Envelope of Air?

“There is quite a dispute' in progress
amoeng the experts at present,” said an ex-
perienced mechanical eng neer of this city,
‘“4n regard to the atmosphereic resistance
exerted on a moving train. Some claim
that every projedtion which can catch the
wind—every flange, Dboit, bar, or strip
of molding—contributes just so much to
increase friction and retard speed; and at
first blush the proposition seems absolute-
ly 'sound. On the other hand, however,
there are a number of engineers who in-
st that a tra:n going at high speed is
enveloped 1 a coating of air which moves
with it and presents a smooth surface to
the “surrounding atmosphere, regardles:
of projections and irregularities on the
sides ' of the cars themseives. The firs:
theory was recently tested by the much
taiked about ‘wind-spiitting’ tra.n on the
Baltimore and Ohio railroad. “The en-
gine was provided with a -shieid fitting
over «the front of the smoke-stack like
the prow of a cruiser, and the cars were
inbased in a sheathing that made the
exterior one smooth and unbroken sur-
face from end to end. Although this train
developed romarkable speed, it did not
meoct expectations, and is now being re-
built to correct certain mechanical de-
feats,). When it is given its firal tests,

accurate measurements of resistance, fric-
tion ~s0 on*will be made and then at
last’ will have something definite upon

which: to base our calculations. Strange
to, say, we have no existing data on the
subjegt of atmospheric pressures.

1
first had my attention attracted to the
subject by a curious incident that hap-
pened several years ago at a crossing near
Birmingham, Al1., where trains pass twice
a day,at a sj-eed of about forty miles an
bhour. ‘Ihe tracks are seven feet apart,
and there wouid seem to be ample rcom
to stand between them in perfect satety.
One afternoon a small fox terrier dog,
Irelonging to a section boss, was asleep in
he muddie space and woke up just as the
.rains closed in from each side. ‘Lhere
was a barrel on the ground near by, and
the dog, in his fright, jumped on top of
it. That possibly brought him into one ot
the rushing envelopes of a'r; at any rate,
he was whirled off his feet and thrown
clear to the roof of the opposite car,
where he was subsequently found, jammed
agriust a ventilator chimney, with no in-
jury except a broken leg. How in the
worid he ever made such a journey and
escaped akive is a mystery, unless his fall
was deadened 3y a cushion of air. Apro-

Easy Ways in Which Palatable Dishes Are
Prepared.

Sahwon timbales—Open a pound can of
salmon, drain off all the oil and remove
the bones and skin. Chop the fish quite
fine and mix with it one-lnlf of a cup of
ecft white bread crumbs, two tablespoons
of melted butiter, one tablespoon of lemon
juice, one-eighth of a teaspoon of paprika,
and four well beaten eggs. Mix thorough-
Iy and add sal¢ to taste Pack the mix-

o

ture ciosely in small buttered tin cups
cor mboulds, set them in a cake pam, sur-
round with hot water and bake in the
oven about balf an hour.  Put a buttered
paper over the top to prevent drying.
Wihen puffed up and firm, turn them out
on a platter, pour the sauce around them
and suick a sprig of parsley in each tim-
bale.

Codfish bisque—Soak one cup of salt
codfish in ceid water and pick it up into
half-inch bits, the same as for fishballs.
Put it with one pint of fresh cold water,
one slice of onion and one pint of strained
tomato and let it boil 20 minutes. Sprinkle
over the surface a few grains of soda unti
:he mass foams ail over, then add one
pint of milk. Melt one rounded table-
.apoon of buiter, mix with it one rounded
tabiespoon of cornstarch,. one-eighth of
a tablespoon of white pepper and stir it
into the boiling soup. Let it cook 10 min-
wtes, stirring frequently, and serve it with
crowtons, or browned oyster crackers, or
hos cheese wafers. The fish is not to be
atrained out. This will be delicious -with-
out the tomato, and if the codfish is quite
fresh and thick, so it may be separated
into flaky bits about the size of oysters
it will taste like them.

Sauce for salinon timbals—Melt one
rounded tablespoon of butter in a granite
saucepan. When bubbling stir in one
rounded tablespoon of cornstarch and when
well mixed and trothy add gradually one
cup of hot milk or thin cream and stir
until it thickens and is smooth and
glossy. Add one-haif of a tablespoon of
salt, one-eighth of a tablespoon of pepper,
a few drops of onicn juice and one table-
spoon of lemon juice, and serve very hot.

Delicious apple pie—Make a rich tender
paste and line a granite or tin pie plate.
Cut «'x medium size apples of fine flavor in
quarters, remove the core and skin and
ky the best pieces round the edge of the
plate, the ends toward the centre, and
shape the row to fit the curve of the
plate; then a row inside this and heap
the smaliest pieces in the centre, and fi.i
all the intersiices with bits of the apple.
Sprinkle two tablespoons of water over
the surface. Roll the upper crust to fit
the plate and lay it over the apples, let-
ting the edges just come together, but do
not press them. Bake in a quick oven.
When brown slip a knife batween the two
crusts and if the avpples are tender, re-
move the pie from the oven and carefully
Hit off the top crust on to ancther plate.
Prepare four heaped tablespoons of sugar,
more if the appies are very tart, melted
in one tablespoon each of hot” water and
butter, and add to it one-half of a cup
«f grated pineapple, or any small canned
fruit that you may have left over from
another meal, or use one tablespoon of
jelly. Pour this mixture evenly over the
apple, cutting it slightly so the syrup will
penctrate, but do not stir up the apple.
Lay the upper crust on again, having it
fit exactly as at first and press the edges
together. To be served warm.

Well, we had
0 men in the trenches in about five min
stes and gave them all the lead the)
wanted. In the meantime they were pour-
ng rifle shot from pom-pom, 15 and 9
pounders at us at about 3,000 yards’ range
They kept us thinking hard for three hour:
and a half before we firally drove then
off. They had surrounded and captured
sur outpost, but liberated them the next
day and complimented us on our fighting
qualities; and well they might. We wer:
nly 60 strong in the fighting line and the;
had 500 and three big guns. We had thre:
men  slightly wounded and they had 12
dlled and as many more wounded; but it
was the hottest three hours I have spent
in the country, and was very glad when
it was over. The Maxim gun got order:
for a forward march the next day. We
wot as far as Mashovardorfee and had to
réturn to Belfast, as our axle broke and
ve have been here ever since. The Cana-
dians are all here.

The Brown-Fulton race at Digby on the
12th July, 1872, was one of the most in-
tere:ting contests ever rowed hetween Hali-
fax and St. John oarsmen. Mr. Fulton’s
last visit to Halifax *was in July, 1875,
when he came to attend the funeral of
George Brown.

Hon. Moberly Bell Forced His
Way to the Front.

People who are journalists and people
who merely read newspapers, writes a con-
tributor of Mainly About People, will have
veen interested in the recent passage of
arms between the Times and the lnstitute
of Journalists. The most prominent. cham-
pion on either side has been Mr. Charles
t'rederic Moberly Bell, the present man-
aging editor of the Times. Mr. Moberly
ell is quite unknowe to “the man in the
street,” but in the journansiic world, in
society, and in Egypt, where he was born
33 years ago, he is accounted a remark-
ally able man—-one who could go anywhere
e chose. With the exception of his school
Jdays, the first 40 years of his life were
spent in Egypt. At the age of 18, his father
having been, in the fifties and sixties, the
ecading English merchant in Alexandria,
Mr. Moberly Bell embarked in Kgyptian
commerce and continued to look to trade
as the basis of his income until he left the
country in 1880.

The turning point of his life, however,
was the sending of some valuable inform-
tion to the Times, off his own bat anent
the now rapidly approaching bankruptcy
»f the Khedive Ismail. This was about
the year 1878, and on the then correspon-
dent of the Times (now Sir John Scott)
oaing appointed to a high judicial post in
‘ndia, Mr. Moberly Bell was offered, and,
f course, accepted, the vacant correspon-
lentship. His father and his elder brother
had had it before him, so it was jocularly
:onsidered fitting that the post should be
regained “for the family.” But the won-
derful wheel of luck and the remarkable
jualities of the new journalist quickly
aused “the Times correspondent for
Egypt” to become “the cynosure of every
eye.” In short, by men who know, Mr.
Vloberly Bell is credited with the author-
ship of the momentous British occupation

:f Egypt. His telegrams, his letters and
his arguments, before, during and after the
Arabi Rebellion in 1882, secured the atten
tion of Gladstone and "Granville, Dufferin
:nd Northbrook, and they, looking aboui
for a policy and a guide, had the good
sense to go for advice to the master critic
of the moment.

Needle:s to say, since the Times is a
shrewd and most honorable empolyer, Mr
Moberly Bell’s position in Egypt imme
diately became as confirmed as is that ot
De Blowitz in Paris. It would have lasted
a lifetime had not Pigott foisted the Par-
nell forgeries on the manager, Macdenald
in 1838—the subsequent scandal and tria
shortly robbing Printing House Square o}
its managing editor by death. In it:
dilemma the City Thunderer turned to th.
giant among its proven servants, and th.
KEgyptian correspondent was summoned tc
Joondon to replace Macdonald. Most
novices would have swrunk from the re
sponsibility of managing the Times, bui
Moberly Bell worked like a Hercules for
imonths, and soon that shrewd and inde-
pendent critic, Mr. Labouchere, descendeo
from the august-chair of Truth to compli
ment the '[imes on having secured a firs
class man. Other congratulations werc
