He produced
data showing the workings of the com-
pany’s relief fund with which more than
5,000 of the company’s employes are con-
nected. The workers pay to the fund one
day’s pay each year, the company con-
tributing am equal amount. Men who are
injured receive $6 a .week for three
months, and in case of death their heirs
receive €50 for funeral expenses. The
widows receive $3 a week for one year
for each child under 12 years of age. The
company fixed $2.18 as the amount a
contract miner should contribute as a
day’s pay. i

Mr. Anderson also presented a atate-
ment showing that the 28 collieries of the
company lost 368 ten-hour days in 1901,
for which the, employes were responsible.
Of these 115 were lost on account of pic-
nics and other holidays (not \including
legal holidays); 59 on account of the
“Mitchell day”’ and other union days,
and 194 days on account of strikes and
suspensions.. Another statement showed
that since the strike ended in the latter
part of October the 28 collieries lost 110
days, reducing the coal production of the
company 92,581 tons.

Thomas R. Thomas, outside foreman at
the Jermyn colliery of the company, told
of the difficulty he had in inducing the
men to mine more coal. He produced a
paper alleged to have been drawn up by
local union 1,025, which stated that any
man loading more cars in the headings
than are loaded in the chambers would
be expelled from the union. Two men, he
said violated this alleged rule of the union
and their tools were destroyed and ome
of their, houses was dynamited. !

The two miners referred to, Michael
MoHale and Harry Gilbert, corroborated
the testimony of Mr. Thomes.

Wm. H. Detterick, of Neuremburg, the
newly elected president of District No. 7
of the Miners’ Union, against whom it
was testified last week that he said non-
union men should have their throats cut
and should receive a “goed thumping”
denied the charge absolutely.

David Davis, H. T. Hughes and Fred-
erick Badman, colliery foremen, testified
that since the strike of 1900 the miners
and laborers would not load as many cars
as they did prior to that strike. The men
were willing but were afraid of expulsion
from the union. :

RESCUED IN MIDOCEAN
 JFTER TWO TERRIBLE
WEEKS OF SUFFERING,

Crew

Newfoundland Schooner's
Hungry and at Sea's
Mercy.

Vessel Disabled in Snow Storm and Was
Drifting About When Steamer Hove in
Sight—Crew Were Subsisting on Scanty
Rations of Fish and Flour.

New York, Jan. 12—At the office of the
Holland-American line news was received-
today of the rescue by the steamer Rot-
terdam, Captain Stenger, of the crew of
the schooner Pioneer in mid-ocean on De-
cember 17.

The Pioneer, Captain Kennedy, left Ex-
ploit Harbor (Nfid.), for St. John’s
(Nfd.), on December 4, with a cargo of
wood, and was disabled in a smow storm
and driven out of her course. On the
night of December 17 her &ignals of dis-
tress were sighted by the Rotterdam,
which bore down and, at great risk, lower-
ed a boat in which the captain and crew
of, the schooner were brought ahoard the
steamer. They reported that for mearly
two weeks they had been drifting about,
buffeted by heavy seas, barely able o sus-
tain life on scanty rations of fish amd
flour, and expecting every moment that
the schoomer, which was leaking badly,
would founder.

The schoomer being a menace to mavi-
gation, was set on fire by the boat crew
of the Rotterdam, which then proceeded
on her voyage and landed the rescued
men at Rotterdam on Christmas eve.

MACEDONIAN REVOLT.

Revolutionary Committee Decide fo Begin
Ingurrection April 1.

Berlin, Jan. 12—The chief of the Mace-
donian revolutionary movement in  Bul-
garia- have decided, according to a special
despateh from Sofia to the Vossische
Zeitung, to begin an insurrection on April
1st.

General Michaekowski, president of the
‘Macedonian Central Commitbee, recently
assembled 30 représentatives of the Mace-
donian provincial organizations amd vari-
ous other influential revolutionists. and
submitted to them a report of the result
of his visit to Vienna, Paris and ‘London.
At each place he was told that revolution
and diplomacy must run parallel. Let the
Macedonians first strike for their own in-
dependence and diplomacy mightt help
later. He advised a rising April 1 and
the meeting clamorously supported the
proposition. Boris Sarfoe, the Maeedonian
leader and former president of the com-
mittee, is also recruiting for an invasion
of Macedonia. i

St. Petersburg, Jan. 12—The Nove Vre-
mya publighes a list of reforms it 4& pro-
posed to institute in Macedonia, which
ere apparently a result of Foreign Minister
Lamedorfi’s mission to Austria. ‘news-
paper says that Ruseia and Austr'a have
practically agreed to make gertam pro-
posaly .to Turkey, which inclnde Turkish
financial control of the collection of taxes
in Macedonia, and of the payment 'of
troops and officials in the European vil-
lages. Control of the gendarmes is to be
had and the eelection of officers from
among the subjects of the neutral Euro-
pean states of Belgium, Holland and
Switzerland. Control of the general ad-
ministration of Macedonia is said to be
desirable and should be entrusted to a
high personage, unhampered by Turkish
pogitions and as far as possible independ-
ent of the Yildiz Kiosk.

The Novoe Vremya commenting on these
proposed reforms admits they will deeply
hurt Turkish pride, but says they are in
the nature of a surgical operation, from

that it is therefore to be hoped that Tur-
key may be induced to consemt to the
operation.

NEWFOUNDLAND LEGISLATURE.

Will Meet Feb. 19—Action on the Hay-Bond
Treaty.

St. John’s, Nfid., Jan. 12—The New-
foundland legislature will meet F¢bruary
19, by which time it is presumed that
something definite will be known respect-
ing the fate of the Bond-Hay treaty, pro-
viding for limited reciprocity between the
United States and this colony. Should
this treaty be reaffirmed by the Senate of
the United States, the colonial leg'slature
will immediately pass the requisite enact-
ment. If the treaty is defeated at Wash-
ington the colonial government will be re-
quired to adopt a new policy.

TWO TOTS CAUGHT N

Brother and Sister of Queens-
port, N. S., Struggled Across
the Barrens --- Melbourne
Jamieson Made Heroic Ef-
forts to Get Them Through
Safely, But Exposure Was
Too Much.

Jamieson put his
overcoat and mittens on the children and
carrying first one and then the obher,
ploughed through the deep snow till all
three were exhausted.

At one point Jamieson kindled a fire
and tried to persuade the:children to stay
by it until he secured help, bub the
children would mot stay. A second at-
tempt was made to kindle a fire but
without success. >

Finally the boy.got to Port Felix road
and gave the alarm. A search party went
back and found the girl and Jamieson un-
able to speak. The boy died from ex-
posure and exhaustion the same evening.
