Devonghire's Reasons for Resigning.

The Duke of Devonshire wrote to Mr.
Balfour giving his reasons for his resigna-
tion, which he attribuied among other
things to the premicr’'s speech at Sheflield
and his pamphlet on Insular Free Trade.
i The Duke of Devonshire in his letter says
in part:— ]

“l was prepared by our discussions for
Your statement thalt you desired to obtain
the manction of the comstituencies for a
reversal of the doctrine that tamation

‘J should never be imposed except for pur-

posecs of revenue and this is no doubt the
principal and most definite statement in
your epeech. But you may remember that
I told you I thought it would be very dif-
fic’t to make this statement the founda-
tion of a great anmouncement of policy,
masmuch as I was not aware of any law
or constitutional principle in which this
doctrine was embodied. I admit that you
have qucceeded in making this declara-
tion the basis of a great political an-
nounicement, but in my opnion that an-
nouncement has been extended very far
beyond the necessities of the case.

“It was unnecessary, in my opinion, for
the pumpose of the statement to which I
had assented, to mswert that the contro-
versy of 1846, which you dederibe as the
great lawsuit between free trade and pro-
tection, is of mo interest whatever to us
except from am historical point of view.
Nor can I think that it was necessary to
amsert that you desired to ‘reverse the
fiscal tradition to alter fundamentally the
fiscal traditiom that has prevailed during
the last two generatioms.” I had hoped

Lyttleton's Career. :

Hom. Alfred Lyttleton, 'who succeeds.
the Right Honorable Joseph Chamberlain
as colonial secretary, was born 7th Febru-
ary, 1857, and is the eighth son of the
fourth Lord Lyttleton and Mary,
daughter of Sir Stephen Glynne, Bt. He
was educated at Bton and Trinity Col-
lege, Cambridge. He received the appoint-
ment of legal private secretary to Sir H.
James, attorney general, which position
he theld from 1882 to 1886.

In 1894 he was made vecorder of Here-
ford. He was created deputy high steward’
of the University of Cambridge in 1809
and the same year Oxford conferred -on
him: the homorary degree of M. A.

He has been a member of parliament
for Leamington, Warwickshire, and a
bencher and barrisber of the Inner Temple
since 1899. He has also been vecorder for
Oxford since 1895.

In spite of his active career he has been
able to devote himself considerably to all
manner of field sports and to day holds
a high position in the football world of
England, besides which he held the tennis
amateur champion from 1882 to 1895.

FATAL EXPLOSION
AT SPRINGHILL

Boiler in the Post Office Goes
Up With Terrible
Effect.

JANITOR KILLED,

And Two Workmen from Amherst
Are Probably Fatally Injured—
Postmaster Purdy and Daughter
Had a Miraculous Escapa.

Amherst, N. 8. Oect. 5—(Special)—
Springhill post office was this afternoon
the -scene of a terrible explosion and as
a resut one mam is dead and two men
and a boy lie in the hoapital seriously, if
not datally, injured.

This morning Samuel McDonell, janitor
of the building, telephoned the Maritime
Heating Company, of Amhenst, to send
a man up to make some repairs to the hot
water boiler. Frederick Eaton was detailed
for thig work and left by the moon train.
The work was completed and it is sup-
poed the men were testing it, as about
4 o'clock a most terrific explosion occur-
red in the basement. The post office de-
partment was completaly demolished and
Samu¢l MeDonell instantly killed, wihile
Eaton and en assistant, whose name can-
not, ba learmed, were terribly cut and
bruisad. A lad, who was in the post of-
fice at the time, was caught in the falling
diebris and cut about the face and thead,
broken glass being driven into his face.

Eaton's injuries ere very serious. .ine
latest word is that the doctors have some
hopes for his recovery.

McDonell’s body iwas found about ten.
feet fromy the boiler, his face very badly
cut and jbody bruised. Amother boiler in
the basement was also wrecked by the
force of the explosion-

MaDonell was at one time editor of the
Tribune, published at Springhill Mines.
He was a prominent worker in the Lib-
eral party and highly esteemed. He leaves
