Mr. Delmar, in a pamphlet entitled

¢¢ Lessons of the Chicago'Fire,”* after deal-

ing with the facts connected with Chica-
go's losscs, proceeds to what we must
consider the real object of his work,—a
yigorous onslaught on English Fire Com-
panies doing business in the States. He
refers to the parade of * showy advertise-
¢ ments and placards, fine offices, wealthy

o directors, attractive forms of policies,

“ cheap rates, the outward glitter of the

*¢ insurance business—the veneers which

“ are too commonly taken for” the solid

+¢ gubstance upon which alone insurance

« ghould rest.”” He then proceeds to

demolish, first, the Liverpool, London and

Globe Company. He quotes the latest

public, authorized advertisement of-the

Company’s resources as against Fire

which, he claims, leads the insurer against

fire to believe that' this sum represents a

fund responsible for apy losses he may

sustain. ¢ Nothing,” says Mr. Delinar,

¢ gold, either, but in stocks, loans, un-

« gollected premiums, and the like,) is

Heo goes on to'sho'w that the latest Report

of the Company to the Insurance Dopart-

ment of New York states the Company’s

linbilities at $19,617,662, or within a

million dollars  of the smount’ claimed as

. asgets, ** and nothing said of them in that

connection’’— oyer eleven of the ninetcen

million and odd dollars being Lafe liabi-

lities. He adds that the Company in 1868

wrote fire risks “to the fearful amount of

£221,819,627, or say -$1,100,000,000, on

a total capital of £391,752 or $1,958,760,”

and finds that thewhole thing is wrong

and is most emphatically condemned.”

Mr. Delmar then deals after the same

' fashion with the ¢ North British and

Mercantile,”” also » mixed Life and
Fire Company,-snd. other Companies,
contrasting their advertisements with
their sworn _statoments, giving, in |
this as in other respects, the preference to
American over Foreign Companies. For
jnstance, he shows that American fire com-
panies are prohibited from taking any
single risk for an:amount equal to more
than five per cent. of their respective capi-
tals, while English companies it the States
may take risks to doubls thatamount. He
objects also to the floating policy issued by
English companies, which attaches itself
o merchandize wherever it may he. He
regards this asa *‘ risky arrangement’’ all
around, and productive of litigation. In
conalusion; be urges legislation ¢ to abso-
s Jutely forbid Life Companies, Foreign as
« well as American, from doing & .Fire
¢ business,” as well as to confine the
heaviest gingle risks to three per cent. of
the paid up capital stock of ‘a-Company,
and to abolish the issuance of floating poli-
cies. The Western Insurance Review is
also out against English Companies, mak-
ing a special target of the Liverpool, Lon=
don and (lobe,** the great Bnglish mam-
moth,”’ as it terms it;—it adopts mueh
the same line of argument and utilizes the
same facts as Mr. Delmar. It'declares that.
this Company * bas a less proportion of
ss gasets to risks in force than many of our
¢« American (Jompanies, The comparison.
+¢ extended to small companies, would show
< gtill more larcely in fayor of the supe-
s riority of American over English insur-
¢ anoe as far as relative strength goes. *
% % If the Liverpool, London and
“ Globe escapes the Chicago conflagration’
¢ with @ million and a balf good, honest
« dollars belonging to its fire department, its
« gtookholders will have reason for con-
« gratulation.” And so the work of mag-
nifying Amerjcan and depreciating English
Insurance goes bravely on. . * -
1t has been urged by those interested
that the greater protection to the insured
in American Companies over those in Eng-
lish Companies is found in the thorough
~gystem of offieial inspection that prevails
in the several States, notably so in New
York State which supplies Fire and Life
Insurange fors k ion of the Con-
tinent. The juégment and opinions of ome
official, in particular, have been frequeutly
quoted, namely, those of Mr. George W.
Miller, Superintendent of the Insurance
Department of New York State. No ad-
vertisement of 8 New York Company was
complete without an * extract” from Mr.
Miller’s report, and no Company could bepe

1o live on which he refused to smile. Recent-

1y, bowever, the New York Ttmes, having

made thorough work of cleaning out Tam-

been haudled peéity roughly. Heappears
‘Yo have Been charged with sharp practice
in dealliig With certdima Companies, snd
‘one newspaper bas thought it advisable to
explain how it bappens that he is so very
well off in this ‘world’s goods. The Presi-
dents, Vice-Presidents and Secretaries of
Fire and Life Companies, to the number of
ene hundred and seventy, have come to the
rescue of Mr. Miller, in- a card, in which
they testify to his honesty as well as abili-
ty,—an advertisement that probably cost
poor Miller some thousands of dollars fir
‘publication in the leading new:papers.
The Times rejoins and points to a piece of
State legislation which, it alleges, Mr.
Miller caused to.be guietly lobbied into the
Supply Bill at Albany, and which reads as
follows :—** And . hereafter, on_transfer of
‘hgeonrities ane fifth of one per cent. on the
¢ amount transferred to be paid by the
« company making the transfer, o the
« Supérintendant of the Insurance Depart-
¢ ment.”” The life insurance companies of
the State, says the Times, snd of foreign
countries admitted to the State, ** are re-
quired by law to deposit securities in the
Insurance Department for the prolection
of persons.insured. . These securities, now
amounting to millions of dollars, are with-
drawn froin the Department irom time to
time, and other legal securities are substi-
tuted in their place. The apparently in-
nocent clause in the Supply Bill referred
to is regarded by the Superintendent as
applying to these trust deposits belonging
to policy-holders ; and on the withdrawal
or exchange of Government bonds, or bonds
and mortgages constituting these deposits,
and held by the Superintendent as the re-
presentative of the State in trust for hun-
dreds of thousands of persons, the one-fifth
of one per cert. of the entire amount
of the funds so withdrawn or transferred
is, with scrupulous care, exacted from
the corporation making the transfers,”’
This large sum of money Mr. Miller bas
appropriated to his personal use. The
Times compliments him on the quickness
of his perception, and declares that cven
Tweed, to whose: school .of politics he be-
longs, “ must have entertained a profound
¢<regard. for an intellect which, in _its of-
« ficial fofancy, made such prodigions
¢ gtvides in development !’ It adds, how-
ever, in rather a menacing tone, that the
obnoxious law will be swept from the
Statute-book, and George W. Miller will
be made to disgorge and refand to the
State the money, many thousands of dol-
lars, which he has illegally retained as his
personal . perguisite. And the Times, of
late, has been very fortunate in its predic-
tions of evil in the case of noted corrup-
tionists, But whatever the Times may
say, or the Legislatore may do, it is on
the record that there is'a pleasant under-
standing between the Insurance Companies
and the State Superintendent. They have
come nobly to his rescue &t & moment of
imminent personal peril, and his subse-
quent investigations of their affairs ought
to bear at least the stamp of gratitude.
That Mr. Miller; too, for all time to come,
will see merits in the management of Home
‘Companies, as opposed t0 Foreign inter-
lopers who do not sign certificates of ¢har-
acter, is an expectation that may reason-
ably be entertained.

1t
is found far more effective than tasks, the
rod or angry reproof, for softening rugged
dispositions. i

1n respect to moral training and discip-
line, we regard music or sibging in school
as invaluable. Nothing so quickly relaxes
tte mind, and frees it from bad feelings
and  diseouragements which  the daily
studies may engender. It relieves the
teach«r too, to join in a cheerful soog,
both bodily as well as mentally. A teacher
who sings often will not so often scold.
Song always draws closer its participants,
and in the song exercise, if ever, there
will be happiness in the school-room.

Asa mental exercise, also, music fixes
attention, concentrates thougi)t, cultivates
quick and pice discernment; while as
physical exercise it brings into healthy ac
tion those vital organs whioh can not be
reached so effectually in any other way.
There is no occupation in life with which
music cannot harmonize. It is an inex-
haustible source of gratification ; a present
joy; and in future years will shed its
soothing influence oyer the ruder expe-
riences of life, lightening toil, checring
the {amily circle, and binding it closer in
union,

An Englishman Frozen to Death in the

A 8ad Court Scene.

The most  interesting scene in the
Wharton trial thus far was on Thursday,
when the daughter of the avoused, Miss
Nellie Wharten, was called to testify. The
filial devotion which she has manifested
without intermission since the date of the
arrest has conferred upon Miss Nellie an
unsought celebrity. She bag been her
mother’s constant companion for many

months, attending her in her confinement,
and sharing with her the gloom and priva-
tions of the cell. Young and beautiful, she
had been the favorite of many of her own
age ; but she spontaneously and instantly
relinquished all the delights of social life
at the bidding of conscience and natural
affection. The effect of prison life upon
her countenance and person is very notice-
able; and when she was brought forward
to take the oath and entered the witnesses’
box, few of her former friends would have

robably recognized ber, had it not been
or the circumstances of the occasion.
Upon her face wore traces of great suffer-
ing and fear. The cheeks were sunken,
the eyes drooping, the lip tremulons and
the figure wasted away. To the first ques-
tions propounded to her, her replies were
almost-inaudible, but upon being kindly
encouraged by the counsel she repressed
her emotion, and gave her-evidence in clear,
distinctly-articulated words, though at
times, when some of the questions pointed
to her mother’s arrest; her feelings over
came her, and she could not answer. The
sight of tho pocr girl’s tears was rufficient
to move the most unconcerned”’spectator,
and it was apparent that she had the sym-
pathy of all present.

The Queen has returned to Windsor,
and the Town Council to-day presented an
address congratuiating her upon the con-
valescence of the Prince of Wales and
praying that he be speedily restored to full
health. .
