Universities in Alberta are the
best funded in Canada according
to Statistics Canada. In the years
1982-1985 Alberta had higher exp-

enditures on education per capita,

than any other province.

With a looming 3 per cent spend-
ing cutin the Alberta government’s
education budget this number one
ranking may change. If Stats Can
projection figures are accurate,
then Quebec universities will be-
come the best funded in Canada
with the help of a 7.5 per cent
increase in their education budget.

Besides PEl, Alberta is the only
province to cut its education bud-
get. PEl is cutting its budget by an
estimated 2.6 per cent.

As for tuition fees across the
country, Alberta will still remain
second lowest, after Quebec, even
with a 10 per cent increase. Stats
Can estimates that university tui-
tion fees will increase on average
about 4 per cent this year.

The Anti-Cutbacks Team have
claimed the education budget cuts

+ will result in “an overall decline in

the quality of education” in Alberta,
and “students will pay more for an
education that is worth less.”

However, the U of A will con-
tinue to be one of the best funded
universities in Canada. But, with
almost every other province increa-
sing their education budgets, Alber-
ta’s lead has been eroded. There is
concern among students that the
government may continue to make
cutbacks in education on an annual
basis.
