Researchers should be aware that the

originals are often seriously faded, that some

of the coloured paper stock and inks used

may not photograph well, and that tapes and

adhesives used to repair the records long

before their transfer to the National Archives

of Canada may obscure the text. The

National Archives has attempted, to the best

of its ability, to reproduce what information

is still legible and provide at least a

reference for what is not.
