
5 ORDER OF SERVICE.

The Officiating Minister, the Visiting 
Minsters and the Officers and Gentlemen 
appointed to carry the Scrolls of the Law 
will proceed with them from the basement of 
the Synagogue to the principal door of the 
auditorium, where the Officiating Minister 
will exclaim ;

Open unto me the gates of righteousness, I 
will enter through them to praise the Lord.”

The Choir will respond from within,
“This is the gate of the Lord, througli 

which the righteous shall enter.”O
The door having been opened, the proces­

sion will enter and the Minister will chant,
” How goodly are thy tents; 0 Jacob ! 

Thy tabernacles, 0 Israel ! In the greatness 
of Thy mercy will I enter Thy house ; in 
reverence of Thee will I bow down, towards 
the temple of Thy holiness,

The procession will then pass up the Syn- 
agogue until it reaches the steps of the Ark\ 
and during its progress the Choir will sing ;

Blessed be he who cometh in the name 
of the Lord ; we bless you from the house 
of the Lord. God is Lord, and He giveth us 
light ; bring hither the sacrifice bound with
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
